A COMMUNITY OF “BLAZING” PEOPLE

Alexander, to start off our interview, why do you
think the school will be needed in the future?

| think this is the biggest question of 2022. The
answer is quite clear: the school is needed to get to
know the world and yourself. Remember Richard
Bach, the writer? He said that the only way to get
to know yourselfis through relationships, because
only one man in human history has been able to
do that just by sitting under a tree. We all know his
name. Nobody else has succeeded.

When you find yourself in a good school, you
identify yourself and search for your kind. Ideal-
ly, the school is a community. | guess that's what
specialized classes were created for: that's where
you gradually figure out what you're interested in
and find your kind. Unfortunately, all these com-
munities by interest now only exist outside of
the school system. These include all kinds of chil-
dren’s camps and online communities.

You interact a lot with teachers. How do they
answer this question?

The Moscow Department of Education has
recently conducted a street survey and found
out that most people think everything is very bad
with the education: “Everybody says it's bad, so it
must be bad.” And | really wanted to make a film
showing that we had good teachers in the most
ordinary schools. We went to three locations in
Russia: Bratsk, Birobidzhan and Belgorod. To the
most ordinary district schools. But when you ask
teachers: "What is the school for? What do you
teach?”, they talk about how the most important
thing is "blazing” people. I'm growing increasing-
ly convinced that you don't need big budgets, you
don't need a private school, you don't need some

are not like you, whose idea of education is bang-
ing the students on their heads with a ruler.” —
"Of course we do.” — "And what do you do about
them?” — “Nothing, really. It is just that once they
find themselves around us, they either fit in with
the team or realize it is not their thing.”

It's like any workplace. You come in, every-
one there is different. Some people really want
to work, while others just want to sit through the
office hours and go home in the evening. The
principal’s role then is to assemble a team of peo-
ple who will not sit through their hours but who
will blaze for their work.

Do you think it is normal to have teachers migrate
from one school to another?

| often get letters from teachers: “| work hard, but
other than me, there are just one or two commit-
ted individuals in the entire staff, and | don't know
what to do, | don't know how to be creative in

the classroom.” In cases like this, of course, peo-
ple would leave to other schools, just to find what
is right for them. | don't really believe in being

a “lone warrior.” In teaching, you won't go far on
enthusiasm alone.

Then where do we look for good teachers?

As my latest filming trip shows, regular municipal
schools tend to hire people who have not gradu-
ated from pedagogical universities and are there-
fore not trained to be teachers. Instead, they opt
for specialists in various areas. For example, a per-
son is very passionate about geography, and goes
to teach this subject in school. Roughly speaking,
the Asya Kazantseva or Alexander Panchin type of
people (science journalists and popularizers of sci-
ence — editor’s note). And this sounds like a fea-
sible option, because such people really enjoy
talking about their subject. We pay them for
their lectures, without realizing it is just as much
teaching work, instead we give them a beautiful
name like “popularizers” or “researchers.” Howev-
er, in fact, these are ready-made teachers — just
take them, lure them into school, and that's it,
they are ready to teach the kids.

It is nice to have such science celebrities, commit-
ted individuals with their own views, but what about
the Federal State Education Standards (FGOS) and
other mandatory requirements to the curriculum?
How do you accommodate this alliance?

Itis possible on one condition, when you don't
have ego competition in school. I've often seen
the “celebs” being in confrontation with the
school administration. | think this kind of conflict
can often be relieved by having good communi-
cation between the principal and the teachers. If
you have a dialogue, | don't see any problem with
making it FGOS compliant.

THE SCHOOL IS YOUR NAVIGATOR
AND GUIDE

Going back to the generalized image of the good
school we want to see in the future, how different
do you think it is from the typical school of today?
There is one trend | noticed back in 2015-2016in
European schools, and it seems to me that it is
now rolling over to us quite successfully, including
through our joint efforts — books, lectures, edu-
cation. At the center of the educational process is
a person, a child. It seems to me that until recent-
ly we were like cab drivers at the exit from the air-
port, when the arriving passenger was shocked
at what was going on. Ideally, the school is like a
navigator. You say: “l need to get there and there,”
and the navigator tells you: “Okay, Il take you
there using the most scenic route while avoiding
congestion. Trust me, | am your guide.”

Afamous person once gave me a good met-
aphor. This metaphor applies to journalists and
to psychologists, but | think it is equally applica-
ble to teachers, because we all deal with people.
When you do something, you have to remember
that you are like a guide in the mountains, you're
leading people. If you keep picking paths that are
only comfortable for you, at the end of the road
there may be no one left behind you. You have to

Have you encountered any schools that have built
a truly personalized trajectory for children, a for-
mat where the child’s interests actually count?
The only perfect example | have found so far is
the school I describe in “The Other School” book.
That's Kunskapsskolan in Finland, where the gen-
eral school curriculum for the whole country is
shaped for each individual student. This model
is highly scalable, and they have patented it and
have been using it successfully in England and in
India. It really impressed me a lot that you could
do that.

| think we had such attempts in Russia at the
A.N. Tubelsky school. At least | heard a lot about
it from alumni and teachers who worked there.
The teachers agreed they would use their disci-
plines to develop certain skills in children: the skill
of logical thinking, critical perception of informa-
tion. Each instructor was hitting a different aspect
of that goal from his or her discipline.

One of the teachers at the New School was
doing a personalized route in his history classes.
He was building a system where students could
read more, do more work to get the next level, like
in a game. At the highest level, they could deliver
a lesson, like teachers.

This personalization of education, from what age it
is appropriate, do you think? From age seven, mid-
dle school or high school?

If it used to be at 13-14, 15-16 years old,
now it starts with children as young as 10. | guess
it makes sense to say that the earlier you try dif-
ferent things, the better. At the very least, 'm
absolutely convinced that getting experience at
an early age really shapes you in the future. | can
see it in my loved ones and in the children | am
in contact with. And I've done three or four thou-
sand interviews with children in the last three
years. Those who have had an experience are
very different from their peers.

Tatyana Kovaleva, professor at the Moscow State
Pedagogical University, believes that the time has
come for self skills, the skills needed to take care
of oneself. Psychologist and professor Alexander
Asmolov speaks of soft skills as a set of compe-
tencies that a person must possess in a changing
world. In what proportion do you think the School
of the Future can and should teach soft, hard, and
self skills?

First of all, big thanks to Alexander Grigorievich
Asmolov, with whom we have a very warm and
close relationship; it is his merit that it is said
about these skills so much.

As is often the case with social change, there
can be a strong bias at first. Now some private
schools are positioning themselves exclusively as
soft skills schools, the preparation for the busi-
ness world. But gradually we will be able to find
balance between self skills and soft skills, because,
for example, teachers and parents lack the skill to
take care of themselves, and a lot of them experi-
ence burnout. As an Italian acquaintance of mine
used to say: “How are you going to work if you're
not rested?”

These skills help us relate objects to real life. To
be honest, 'm a big fan of phenomenon-based
learning', where you learn one global topic
through different disciplines, and you tie all the
subjects together in that way.

You mentioned the Finnish model of education.
What is its main difference from the Russian model?
We visited Finnish schools together with teach-
ers from Russian schools. One day we came to

a school that had just introduced education via
VR technologies. They taught biology, geography,
and anatomy lessons using VR glasses. What our
teachers were most concerned about was who
paid for these glasses. The Finnish teachers had
no idea what they were talking about. | explained
that we couldn't have teachers spending bud-
gets.

key word for Finnish education is “trust,” the trust
of the state in teachers. The teacher can change
the curriculum to suit the students as he or she
sees fit. If they think VR glasses are needed, then
so be it.

One Finnish teacher told us: "Historically, we
have three categories of professionals in our soci-
ety, the specialists who are more trusted by the
country. It's teachers, doctors, and the police.”
And we all went: “Oh, | see.” Therein lies the dif-
ference between Finnish education and Russian
education.

In Finland, teachers are legally obliged to try
new methodological findings and techniques, that
is, they are obliged to follow everything that is
new. And | think that's a very big difference.

It's my dream, to be honest. In fact, that's what
a lot of private schools are scolded for — selec-
tivity, when you select the most talented people
to go to school. | don't really believe in this model
because bullying tends to flourish in such schools.
The harshest emotional and physical violence hap-
pens in those schools where everyone tries to out-
do each other, and where there is incredible rival-
ry, unfortunately. That's when, in principle, a lot of
people give up and get off the finish line, because
it's impossible to study in that rivalry for too long.

If you were creating the School of the Future today,
what do you think is the best way to do it?

Any good project starts with defining your target
audience. | always divide my projects into “whats”
and "hows.” It's the same here: what we want
from the school, and how we want to do it. These
are two related things.

Next we need the recipient to find the sen-
der, that is, for the parent request to match what
the school has to offer. This, by the way, is the
advantage of private schools. When people come
there, it's because they already have a good idea
of what they want.

Next comes the most important stage — find-
ing staff. | don't support the view that the situa-
tion with teachers in regular public schools is very
bad. There are a lot of good teachers out there,
you just have to look for them and get them out
of the schools where they feel bad.

Which of the existing schools in Russia, in your
opinion, are closest to the School of the Future?
Oddly enough, | think it was the Tubelsky School
under Alexander Naumovich himself. It was a
school that was way ahead of its time. Maybe also
Dima Zitser's Orange School in St. Petersburg,
because, indeed, it has a model of learning that is
built on absolute freedom. Frankly, I haven't seen
anything like that anywhere else.

This may sound surprising, but this is also
School No. 42 in Belgorod. It struck me that you
can put together a community of teachers with
the right attitudes and teaching humanity, 4C
skills? in a perfectly ordinary municipal school. |
wouldn't call it the School of the Future outright,
but it's a very valuable example to me.

What about foreign schools?
I won't be original here, | really like the Finnish
schools. For example, Saunalahti and Ressu. Or the
Swedish Kunskapsskolan School, which | mentioned
earlier. There is also La Source School, which is the
last one | describe in my book “The Other School.”
And another school that | remember for its
views on teachers and for what our Western col-
leagues call forward thinking is @restad, a “gym-
nasium without walls” in Denmark, which makes
an honest attempt at open space, where you
learn to interact with other kids, even through
space, from high school on. That is, you are
forced to learn with others side by side. From the
perspective of the director of this school, empa-
thy is one of the main skills of the 21st century.
We often talk about personality, but we don't sup-
port this idea in any way. And that school is built
around the idea of the child being at the center of
the educational process.

In my opinion,
this is a somewhat strange phenomenon, because
everyone knows about Shalva Amonashvili and his
followers, yet there are fewer than ten accredited
schools on the Center for Humane Pedagogy web-
site. Is humane pedagogy worth taking into the
future, and if so, how shall it be done?

I love Shalva Aleksandrovich very much, espe-
cially after he called “The Other School” his Bible.
After those words, | can basically call my career
completed (smiles). But | think the packaging is
the issue. Behind such a beautiful name is a very
simple thing. It's a love for children. Any teacher
who treats his or her students humanely is, in my
opinion, a humane pedagogue.

I would act on the methodology of the Finnish
director Lina Liusvaara, which at one time struck
me very much. When she and | walked around
the Ressu school, | saw that for all its innovative
approach, there were a lot of classes with the
classical seating arrangement of students. | told
her: “It's so unlike the image of the Finnish school
that we know.” The principal told me: “Because we
think it's wrong to break everything that's been
done before us.”

Right now, for example, 'm making a big film
about Lev Vygotsky. In fact, it is amazing how
much we use Vygotsky's works without even real-
izing it. In the U.S. I will be in touch with two peo-
ple who worked with Vygotsky and Lurie. They are
James Werche and Michael Cole — people who still
remember that Soviet model. It's very important for
me to show in this film a person who had a great
influence on all of us, and we don't even realize it.

I will also be talking to Elena Bodrova, who
lives in America. She wrote the book “Tools of the
Mind" together with Deborah Leong. She took
Vygotsky's teachings and everything he said about
children and repackaged those ideas. Now she

storm. The book became a bestseller, and it redis-
covered Lev Vygotsky for the Americans.

We can do the same with humane pedagogues.
When we open their writings, we realize that it is
all written in very outdated language for the mod-
ern reader. It takes a person who has the talent to
repackage their ideas, to make them mainstream.

If you summarize everything you have said,
what will change in the school in the long run?
Firstly, the teachers. There will be fewer gradu-
ates of pedagogical universities, and more spe-
cialists from different fields.

Secondly, parents will work more in tandem
with teachers, the notorious triangle “child —
teacher — student” will finally be closed. We
will definitely get there through conflicts and
difficulties.

I've also asked the question “Where do we get
teachers?” to various principals, and School 18
in Bratsk is recruiting teachers from the parent
community. In many regions, people are inter-
ested in part-time teaching jobs. It seems to me
that this is the next step, when parents become
more involved in the educational process.

A very important point is trust in the student
and trust in the teacher. For example, during the
pandemic, good teachers knew that students
were still in class, even with their webcams off.

Naturally, I think we will come to a personal-
ized education path and the interests of the child
will be taken into account. My book began with
the school being rebuked for its lack of connec-
tion to real life. From the saying that we teach kids
a thousand things, but when they come out of
school, they don't know the difference between a
mortgage and a loan. | am happy to see my book
at the principals’ offices in many schools in many
different regions. They say: “You know, the idea of
tying every subject to real life as much as possible
is so important these days.” These are often obvi-
ous things. It is pretty obvious with foreign lan-
guages, but how do you do it in math class? The
teacher can explain speed not through proverbial
notations such as X and Y, but through the speed
of the Internet and the weight of the file you need
to download. I think there will definitely be more
examples of this in the future.

What are the most common requests

parents ask you as a consultant?

| can quote the most popular query: “Help me
find a school that will help my child get into

a prestigious university on his/her own.” Few
parents actually come in asking for “a school
that will develop a personality.” This is men-
tioned sometimes, but this is not really a pop-
ular demand. In short, most parents are just
focused on academic knowledge. | think we are
observing a substantial shift of our value sys-
tem towards academic skills. I attribute this pri-
marily to the fact that free education is cur-
rently leaving the market. Applicants have to
compete hard to get a state-funded place at
the university. We are not yet ready to accept
this future expense as inevitable and to plan
this as part of the process of raising a child.
Accordingly, parents have a great deal of anxi-
ety about whether they will be able to provide
their children with a decent higher education.

In your opinion, what knowledge, skills, and
abilities does a student need to develop now,
because they will be needed in the near future?

In my opinion, the School of the Future should
take care of the child's health first and foremost.
This is something today's system misses altogeth-
er — a culture of mental and physical health. I've
only seen one school that at least had an articu-
lated approach to managing the students’ health
resources.

Physical health is the place to start, obviously:
who you are, what you are, how your body func-
tions, what healthy sleeping, eating and socializing
is. In some schools, this comes in the early forms
of some emotional intelligence courses or com-
munication workshops. | mean, some schools are
doing this, but we cannot talk about widespread
implementation. Because it is closely tied to the
infrastructure.

What kind of infrastructure
should be created for a health school?
The school should have exciting recreational
areas, sports halls, 3D physical education equip-
ment, and sensory rooms. Too many children
today are susceptible to sensory overload, chil-
dren with ASD, who need these spaces. It is a sto-
ry about a child being able to learn whether or
not he or she wants to be friends with their body.
I am not just talking about physical culture, |
am talking about a culture of health. It is great
when kids can learn to cook in school, for exam-
ple. And not just to cook, but also can learn about
the peculiarities of cooking. But then again, | have
not seen this as an integral element anywhere.
Some schools have workshops, kitchens, children
learning to cook, but, for example, they do not
understand why they do it, what it is about, they
do not learn the chemical composition of food. In
general, school should be about life.

What can you say about the teachers

of the future and the role of the school in general?
The teacher is no longer the sole source of knowl-
edge. A good teacher must constantly change in
a positive way. But often teachers do not have
the time to do that. That is, they just keep replay-
ing some experience that they have accumulated.
So often a child can get knowledge faster and
more effectively in extended education. And most
importantly, at their own pace.

Then what is the school supposed to do? All it
can do is to make sense of things. Because life is
full of actions these days. The parents objectively
have little time to invest in their children, to pass
on their experiences, to nurture and to pass on
culture. Itis great if the school can share the fam-
ily values. So the main block is what | call “health

school”, i.e. everything that has to do with culture.
This includes everything: physical culture, commu-
nication culture or emotional intelligence, mental
hygiene and mindfulness.

What else do modern schools lack?
Oddly enough, creativity, which we understand in
a broad sense — painting, music, sculpture, archi-
tecture. What our compatriots always talk about
when they go, for example, to study in a British
school: “I couldn’t make my kid draw, and now he
is producing masterpieces.” Because first of all,
they have the equipment for this and, second-
ly, they have great teachers who can teach any-
one. Also, a good school should be technological,
hands-on. The child should be able to translate his
ideas into reality. And, of course, we are not talk-
ing about aprons and oven mitts. If what you can
do is strictly regulated, it gets too far from reality.
Itis like IKEA: you can read the instructions
first, or you can just start assembling the stool
and see what happens. | think that today’s chil-
dren do not concentrate on the material as well,
if they have not done anything with their own
hands. Therefore, the school should be more
practice-oriented in this regard, in my opinion. In
principle, this isn't something new. Because it is

already there in an ordinary Western school, it
just takes time to appear in our country.

Today's kids use apps extensively, where you can
skip something quickly, move to other levels,

go at your own pace. Can the School of the Future
work as a learning app?

It seems to me that there should be some kind of
variability, so that the child can study at his or her
own pace and depth of learning the disciplines.
Some schools already have this.

Now because all children have very differ-
ent preschool experiences, they start school with
very different levels of preparation. Some kids
are cognitively overwhelmed, their heads already

“pbursting.” Some children have just learned the
alphabet. Plus, there are children with dysgraph-
ia, dyslexia. There are a lot of children who have
learning difficulties, who have a hard time work-
ing with text information. In this regard, the per-
fect school for me is not one that selects the
best kids by giving them a bunch of tests at the
entrance, but a school that will tell them: “Okay,
come in.” Just “come in,” that's all. And then, after
testing the child, after working with him/her, they
will build a certain learning path.

What does it look like in practice?

Let's suppose there is a cohort of students. The
children are divided into two subgroups, or even
three, if the school can afford maintaining that
much staff. That is, instead of three small classes of
12 people, we have one class, but with subgroups
of 12. One subgroup consists of children that are
ahead of the curriculum, the second group has
students of average performance, and the last
subgroup has children that have, for example, dif-
ficulty mastering spatial concepts and mathemat-
ics, in particular. In the last subgroup, we introduce
correctional initiatives: we work with didactic mate-
rial, use game aids, give visual supports.

Or, for example, the Russian language. There
are kids who have a knack for the languages, then
we just go with them through a good program at
a fast pace. There are children with dysgraphia,
with dyslexia, these are curated by a speech
therapist. Also, a child can be in an advanced
math group, but as regards the Russian language,
he/she can be in a group of children with
dysgraphia and dyslexia. And some kid can be in
the top group in all disciplines.

This way, all children learn together. That is,
in fact, instead of three classes there are several
levels for each core subject. For some lessons,
the children get together in one big classroom, do
some projects together, communicate together.
But I did not see that in elementary school, only
in middle school. Yet things are not exactly
implemented like that in practice. | believe that
education should become fully personalized (and
in fact, it already is, if you look at the rise of the
tutoring institution). But how do you reconcile the
personalized track with the need to socialize and

interact with children? Probably, the School of the
Future is an attempt to combine collective activity
with an individual academic route.

You described three big blocks in the education-

al program of the school of the future: academics,
creativity, and health. And you spoke in sufficient
detail about the academic part — the educational
process happening at different levels. What would
be the characteristics of the other two components,
health and creativity?

Here, again, variability is the only option. For
example, in the Health block, different types of
sports are needed, so that children can take two
or three lessons of each type during the first tri-
mester, getting to know all the options available.
For example, yoga, soccer, gymnastics and acro-
batics for both boys and girls. Later on, the chil-
dren would also divide into subgroups, depend-
ing on who wants to do what. In other words,
there is variability: try different things, choose
something to your liking. Children should be able
to ask themselves a question: “What do | want?”
Of course, at this stage parents and tutors should
help if the child cannot make the choice, or does
not want to.

The own resources management block is a
kind of story in the form of workshops, intern-
ships. A mix of humanities: ethics, practical psy-
chology, mindfulness. In order to be effective,
we need to understand our psycho-emotional
sphere, to manage it.

Parents come in and say: “How do | tell a child
to take it easy?” A few meditation practices for
children have long been described and practiced
in some Western schools.

Then there is also the topic of creativity. Here
I would also give them the opportunity to try dif-
ferent things, then choose what they want to do,
what workshop and what project they want to
work on.

that has been developing here for some time. For
example, there is a concept of developmental
learning, which appeared in the Soviet Union in
the 1960s.

It is clear that if there is no supply,

there is no demand, but does it work the other
way around? If such a school were is to be opened,
based on the Finnish model, for example,

how popular will it be if it is implemented in Russia
the way it is in Finland?

If it is implemented competently, then it all comes
down to price. Most of my clients, perhaps | do
not have such a representative sample, but in
general people say the cost of education they find
comfortable is up to 100,000 rubles. 100,000 is
some kind of watershed. This is now, given the
current exchange rate. Once upon a time, two or
three years ago, people were saying: “50 at best.”

To what extent are parents ready to understand
that the Unified State Exam is not the only
benchmark for the quality of a child’s education

at school?

A very small group. This is what needs to be inves-
tigated. It seems to me that everyone wants
something more, but in fact everyone only cares
about passing the USE. The child has to enter a
University (especially a boy).

What do parents of preschoolers say most often,
what is their request?

More often than not, they say: “We want to make
sure that the child's motivation to study is not
destroyed.” Or even better: they want the child

to be motivated to study, to be eager, ready and
excited to learn new things and develop. But at
the same time, he or she needs to be able to
enter a good, solid school. It is also about the USE,
so the child does not lose his or her academic
skills. | keep explaining and telling them: “You see,
getting into a good school in the form that exists
in our reality is just a sports competition. That is
why you have to prepare for it." Everything here is
like sports competitions. The child may not have
outstanding cognitive abilities, and it is hard for
parents to accept that. Perhaps the child simply
does not need to go to such a school, instead he
or she would learn happily at the right level.

We recently spoke with a mother who
returned from Ireland, she wanted to find a pri-
mary school here for her children, grades 1-2. She
said: “Look, when we came to Ireland, we were
told to just go to school. They just sign you up
and you start going there. It is okay, they will learn
the language, they will study.” This is it. And the
kids are somehow studying. She said: “"Here we
came to a school with an English focus, an old pri-
vate school, and they told us: your Russian is not
very good, you should work with tutors at home
for now, improve your language skills, then come
to us in three months for testing.” The point here
is that our school believes it does not exist for
the person, but the person exists for the school.

In principle, yes, an inclusive school. If the school
has its own resource department — that would be
great. The resource department is a staff of neu-
ropsychologists and speech therapists. For exam-
ple, a child with ASD comes to school, he or she
can study individually. They make up a schedule for
for him/her, for example, his/her first two lessons
are individual. Then he/she joins the class for more
lessons. That is, the resource department is just a
kind of team of specialists, several rooms in a sep-
arate block where children can work individually or
in a mini group of two or three people.

Comparing different educational models,

what criteria can you use to judge them?

The content of education, that is, the blocks from
which it is built. Knowledge, abilities, skills, subject
content. Probably a description of the staff, that

is, who works at the school, how they get there.
What kind of corporate culture it has? Democratic,
or authoritarian? Are the communication styles
between students and teachers more of a coaching
position or a talking head? The coaching position,
of course, is preferable here, when all the teachers
somehow still support the children, motivate them.

Probably styles of interaction with parents,
feedback, communication. There are schools
where none of this is practiced at all.

The grading system — what kind of grading is
there? Variability is also one of the aspects. That
is, how flexible the school can be, how much it
can adapt to the child.

What educational model is the School

of the Future closer to — Finnish, Asian,
International Baccalaureate?

I think it is closer to some Scandinavian mod-

el, particularly Finnish one. That is solely based
on what | know about it from down here; | have
not been inside a school like that. That is, it is the
model of the European school that says: "Here is
an environment full of opportunities, but there
are multiple ways to grab these opportunities
within the same school. If you are gifted, okay,
we will build you a track. If you have any difficul-
ties, that's all right.” To me, this is probably such a
humane European school.

WHY MANY PEOPLE WANT
TO STUDY ABROAD

Traditionally, parents worldwide are interested in
the schools of the United Kingdom, United States
and Canada. The success of the students attend-
ing these schools can be measured by how many
of them entered foreign universities, such as
Oxford, Cambridge, Harvard, Stanford, MIT, and
other famous higher educational institutions in
Great Britain and North America. Another way to
gauge the level of preparation of students in for-
eign schools is to see what positions they get to
in the future.

Karina Sharin, the founder and director of
Chelsea Education, writes in her book "How to
Give Your Child a British Education without Going
Broke and Losing Your Nerve” that “the real
English education is the best gift you can give
your child, other than love". According to her, this
will make a child grow up a confident person,
capable of forming, expressing and defending his/
her own opinion. He/she will have friends all over
the world, and he/she will speak pure English,
which he/she will never forget. Having “soft skills”
will make it easy for him/her to build a career.

What is the reason? As experts in internation-
al education say, the curricula of Russian and for-
eign schools differ greatly in their approach to
teaching, to the children themselves, and to the
organization of the school space.

For example, schoolchildren in Russia study a
large number of subjects without any choice (any
options only appearing in the senior specialized
classes), while in Great Britain subject specializa-
tion begins much earlier. The older the child gets,
the more narrowly focused the curriculum will
be. In fact, by the time our schoolchildren reach
the 9th grade, their peers in Britain have already
completed the general education curriculum, and
the high school education, with its specialized
curriculum, gives them advantage when entering
the University.

The U.S. and Canadian educational programs
are much like the Russian educational system.
American schools have their own final exams —
the SAT and ACT, while Russia has the Unified
State Exam, or USE. In addition, just like in Russia,
there is a large pool of compulsory subjects there,
which a student must master throughout the
school years. Some subjects are studied all the
way through high school. However, the older the
children get, the more choice they have in what
subjects they like or need for further study.

In Russia, school is primarily a knowledge base,
which is important for admission to the universi-
ty. In foreign schools, along with academic knowl-
edge, a lot of focus is on developing soft skills.
This includes, first of all, leadership skills, not nec-
essarily entrepreneurial ones; rather we are talk-
ing about organizing teamwork.

Foreign education is more practice-oriented.
Visual aids are often used to study various phe-
nomena, such as electromagnetic radiation in
physics. This allows students, firstly, to memorize
the material better, and, secondly, to get a practi-
calidea of what it is, why and how it may be need-
ed in life.

“I have attended many classes of this nature,
and all of the students as one do compare study-
ing abroad to studying in their home schools.

It's not just students from Russia, but also from
China and Argentina. They all say they like this
kind of learning more and get motivated more.
Naturally, it's easier to teach children who are
eager to acquire new knowledge. And, of course,
foreign schools always try to find some com-
mon ground that will help students better under-
stand the material and master the program”, says
Natalia Kravets, Head of Secondary Education
Department at ITEC Llc.

Thus, foreign education programs are struc-
tured so as to induce a desire to learn. The child,
his or her desires, interests and motivation is
at the center of the education process. No one
is forcing anyone to study or take extra classes
or cram. Teachers and tutors help the students,
support and motivate them, and are always
there for the students to come for advice and
recommendations.

“Sometimes even just by talking to the teacher,
the child will hear that everything is fine and good,
they just need to keep learning. The child calms
down, stops being nervous, and after a while,
everything starts to work out”, Natalia Kravets
says.

HOW SCHOOL ABROAD CHANGED
If you look at the span of the last 5-10 years, it is
a fairly small period for education, but still quite
indicative. The pandemic, digitalization, new sub-
jects, the development of inclusivity, and global-
ization, have all had an impact on schools.

One significant change is the STEM (Science,
Technology, Engineering, Mathematics) educa-
tional model. This is a specialized interdisciplinary
training in biology, physics, chemistry, engineering,
and mathematics in the context of solving real-life
technological problems. For example, robotics
and rocket science are based on STEM. A per-
son doesn't have to learn everything, to build the
Starship space rocket like Elon Musk. The work
can be done in teams.

STEM education in American schools began
about 10 years ago. In Russia, STEM education
was first mentioned in the last three years, when
articles on the topic began to appear in busi-
ness publications. Meanwhile, the concept got a
new wave of development in the West: the letter
A, which stands for Arts, was added to the STEM
acronym. It turned out a new concept — STEAM.

“| think this is a very important addition,
because Arts implies creativity and some new
ideas, everything that machines and artificial intel-
ligence cannot replace yet. The direction is still in
its infancy, but it is becoming increasingly popu-
lar. I think it has a great future. Perhaps soon we
will be assessing technology products in terms of
how creative they are. Creative technologies are
used, among other things, in the production of
smartphones”, Natalia Kravets says.

There are educational institutions in Moscow
and St. Petersburg that follow the principle of
English boarding schools, which means that
parents now have a choice: to send their child
abroad or to educate him or her in Russian pri-
vate schools, following the British system.

“Of course, when we talk to parents, we always
point out that a British school in any country out-
side the UKiis still a school that follows the mentality
and language of the country where it is located”, says
Tatyana Glitsan, Leading Consultant, 1Q Consultancy.

For example, some-
one needs a strong academic component to get
into a particular major.

Another aspect is the atmosphere in the school,
how friendly and pleasant it is. Everything matters:

Some companies advising on internation-
al education offer special diagnostics to reveal
the child's abilities and talents and facilitate pro-
fessional self-determination in the future. This is
what IQ Consultancy does in conjunction with the
American Staffing Association.

“The Association studies the labor market
around the world and makes predictions for
the next six to ten years, regarding what pro-
fessions will be in demand, what qualities and
skills will need to be developed. The Association
works with the Ivy League and top-ranking uni-
versities, so their tests are usually very helpful in
getting the child firmly on the ground (given the
right choice of subjects) or in seeing why they are
underperforming in school. Perhaps it's because
he's not doing the right thing at all, or there are
some peculiarities in his training”, says Tatyana
Glitsan.

THE SCHOOL AS A COMMUNITY
DEVELOPMENT CENTER

Karina Sharin, in her book “How to Give Your
Child a British Education without Going Broke and
Losing Your Nerve”, quotes Mike Buchanan, exec-
utive director of the HMC (the Headmasters' and
Headmistresses' Conference), an organization
that brings together some 350 of the best private
schools in Britain and fifty international schools,
on what to look for when choosing a school. It is
the relationship between teachers and students,
the effectiveness of school leadership, and the
school's relationship with the local community,
including residents and other schools.

There are so many events going on at the
schools that parents get a calendar of events
for the semester ahead, and there are so many
sports sections, halls, clubs, and clubs on the
boarding grounds that there is no need to take
your child anywhere else.

According to the experts, children’s involve-
ment in the local community is highly developed
in British schools. For example, students who
excel in physics give open classes to children
who are not doing well in that subject at anoth-
er school or in the lower grades. Sometimes the
more affluent schools help equip the less afflu-
ent schools. In addition, volunteering and char-
ity activities are also extensively developed: char-
ity events, races are held in order to raise money
and draw public attention to a social problem,
such as helping the elderly.

“Parents are often engaged in school life. Both
children and parents are frequently interviewed
there because they believe that the school is a
second family. Parents participate in charity and
get-together events with other families. Network-
ing that develops in this way is also very useful for
schools. Parents are invited to share their expe-
riences, to talk about their ups and downs, hard-
ships and worries. Our Russian families are often
intimidated by such things, as the vast majority are

not accustomed to sharing their stories with some-
one, especially doing it in public. Very few people
go for it. But, again, it's very interesting and useful
in terms of networking”, Natalia Kravets says.
American and Canadian schools also
have strong enough PTAs (Parent-Teacher
Associations) that perform big projects.
“Generally, parents are involved in the school
life, with the school giving detailed answers to
their questions and feedback on each child, the
class, everything that happens in the school. Par-
ents receive weekly newsletters, invitations to
school events, from concerts and sports compe-
titions to regular meetings with the principal or
information updates. Often parents themselves
participate in some theatrical productions”, says
Tatyana Glitsan.

In Russia, such activities are still underde-
veloped, and only individual private schools can
afford them. Of course, schools should have a
person to handle it all.

WHAT RUSSIAN SCHOOLS LACK
British schools are strong with their traditions:
they have centuries-old history, are proud of the
personal achievements of their students in sports,
give not only the classical academic knowledge,
but also inspire human values, develop soft skills
and reveal talents. It is the culture of communica-
tion and own traditions that Russian schools still
lack, experts say.

“School s, after all, a social institution in which
a child spends many years. At school age, the
mentor and the environment, the peers with
whom the child is in constant contact, play a very
important role. In most of our schools we talk
about learning and knowledge, not culture and
education. | would like to see some kind of influ-
ence from the school on teenage minds that are
just forming and growing. Who will they be in the
future, what ideas will they promote? What good
will they do for themselves and society? There's
a lot of talk about this now in foreign schools —
about ethnic diversity, about the importance
of doing something good for the communi-
ty, no matter who lives in it. In our country,

unfortunately, this is not developed at all. And
children are not only unenthusiastic about going
to school, where they are simply given knowledge,
but they also do not receive any development as
individuals”, adds Natalia Kravets.

Russian schools need more involvement and
enthusiasm on the part of the teachers to help
children not just learn theory, but understand the
world around them through the viewpoint of the
subject being studied.

“It's quite a lot of analytical work, which
requires a lot of creativity on the part of the
teacher and his/her desire to convey the topic of
the lesson in a way that every child will be com-
fortable with. Not all children perceive the same
information in the same way. In Russian schools,
as arule, teachers have a lot of paperwork and

so they lack the emotional resources to tell chil-
dren how the laws of physics relate to real life,
why children need to learn it at all, and where it
can be observed. And, of course, the equipment
in the schools leaves much to be desired”, says
Tatyana Glitsan.

WHAT'S GOOD ABOUT RUSSIAN
SCHOOLS

However, things are not so bad in Russian
schools. Our strengths are in the natural sciences:
physics, mathematics, engineering. Schoolchil-
dren and students from the CIS countries, Asia,
Iran, and China come to Russia to study techni-
cal specialties in the future. And Russian students
take first places in math, physics, and computer
science at international Olympics.
In addition, a new format of schools has

recently emerged, i.e. schools that do not
only educate but also have a cultural compo-
nent. They are located mostly in Moscow and
St. Petersburg,.

“These are private schools for the most part,
available to a small number of people. But they
have a community created on the basis of the

schools and comprising students and teach-

ers. They have a spirit of support and motivation
that makes you want to come to school. Private
schools can afford good equipment and visual
aids, they can employ good teachers with a great
desire to work in the school, to teach children,

to see their eyes sparkling with interest. In a for-
eign school, it is difficult to imagine a person who
just comes to class, conducts the lesson and ticks
a box in the class register. The teachers there
have a benevolent and motivating approach. And
naturally, children react differently to them. This
approach is just gaining ground in our private
schools. This is very encouraging to see”, says
Natalia Kravets.

According to the expert, the schools of the
future will develop towards ensuring a holistic
development of the child, raising awareness in
children and parents.

Another feature of our education that is not
available abroad is the opportunity to partici-
pate in numerous School Olympics, creative shifts
and camps, which any Russian student can apply
to. For example, Sirius Educational Center offers
monthly intensive programs in the following
areas: “Science”, "Art", and "Sports”, for children
ages 10 to 17 from all parts of Russia. Children learn
from the best teachers, experts and coaches, meet
managers of Russian companies, famous scien-
tists, artists, athletes and writers.

“Overall, the students of today have more
opportunities than what they did 15 to 20 years
ago. Thanks to advanced digitalization, the
Olympics are available to anyone. In no other
country I was talking about, a child can join the
Olympics from anywhere and compete with any-
one. It's not really about the school, but about the
opportunities provided by the state. But in any
case, students have access to regular newslet-
ters, competition announcements, etc. You can
try yourself even if you don't have the funding or
great knowledge”, says Natalia Kravets.

There are quite a few teachers in Russian
schools who know how to bring children togeth-
er and give them a sense of community. Students
graduating from the 11th grade tend to speak
with great warmth about their years in school
and their teachers. There is a tradition of alumni
reunions.

“We still have teachers who are enthusias-
tic about their work. And, of course, we have a
lot of motivated kids who are eager to learn. We
have children with unique abilities. The credit
also goes to the teachers, to a larger extent. The
school equipment changes, the teachers' atti-
tudes toward children are changing. After all,
they do understand a child is a child, and learn
to find their ways with the kids, learn to find the
time for each child, using different methods and
experience of foreign schools. It's just that this
approach is not being widely implemented yet.
But let's hope that things will be different in the
school of the future”, Tatyana Glitsan concludes.
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Close-to-life education, personalized

What do | see the pedagogy of the future like?
Humane. | believe that the education of the
21st century will be largely based on the ideas
of Anton Makarenko, Janusz Korczak, Genrikh
Altshuller, Shalva Amonashvili and other innova-
tive teachers. I will try to outline in general terms
and name the main directions education will fol-
low in the near future.

AN INNOVATOR AND A DEMOCRAT

Let's start with the well-known, yet little-read
Anton Makarenko. Everyone heard the name at
least once. He opened a school for homeless chil-
dren, ran it for a long time, wrote many books
based on the experience of his school and per-
sonal reflections.

In 1921, in the first year of the school's
existence, it was named after Maxim Gorky.

In 1927, Makarenko joined the Dzerzhinsky
Labor Commune. In the same year, Nadezhda
Krupskaya criticized his approach to the educa-
tion of homeless children. Admittedly, many of
our teachers, who supported reforms in educa-
tion, did not have particularly good relations with
the state, as we will see later. But gradually they
managed to get along with the authorities.

Makarenko, for one, would make peace with
Krupskaya later, and would happily deliver lectures,
write books, and live in the famous Writers' House
in Lavrushinsky Lane, Moscow. His ideas received
development, and other commune schools began
to open in the USSR. The most renowned of
them, the Bolshevo Labor Commune named after
Genrikh Yagoda, worked near Moscow.

In 1939, at the age of 51, Makarenko died of a
heart attack while on a train. The legacy he left is
so important that even now, a hundred years lat-
er, he is considered one of the most prominent
teachers of the 20th century.

Curiously, Makarenko never wrote in his
books about how to teach mathematics or litera-
ture. His main ideas were how to create an atmo-
sphere of cooperation and mutual understand-
ing between teachers and students at school. Itis
a great challenge, but with homeless children, the
task becomes even more challenging. Makarenko
talks about things that sound terribly strange for
the Soviet government — about self-governance,
about fair elections (the school had a governing
board elected by voting), about the need to lis-
ten to the students’ opinions. Through these gen-
erally simple mechanisms, a scenario is created
when school becomes not only a place for a child
to gain knowledge, but also a place of emotional
well-being, where the child could fulfil oneself. It is
interesting that, according to Makarenko, teach-
ers are not dictators who exercise their right of the
strongest, but rather people you can and should
negotiate and argue with. Makarenko says that the
environment, the positive atmosphere at school,
the team (for him this is the most important thing)
influence the child's education and upbringing.

Makarenko's students mastered many spe-
cialties. School workshops made products which

were in high demand in the country. They even
made photo cameras. This is an important point:
it's not just making something to present it to par-
ents later so they would feel good; not just bang-
ing things with a hammer at arts and crafts les-
sons. It's actual work that brings real benefits and
motivates us to refine ourselves.

Makarenko does not turn a school for home-
less children into a prison but makes the school a
part of life. And it is very important. Because in the
21st century, the isolation of schools from the real
world is one of the biggest problems in education.
Makarenko tries to make sure that his students,
when leaving school, get to know the world they
live in, see its real problems. This approach direct-
ly contradicts what will happen to school education

afterwards — fences, guards, strict discipline, no
step back, or, even worse, no step forward.

While Makarenko works with homeless children,
his books contain a lot about the fact that upbring-
ing and education are not only the responsibility
of the state, but also of parents. Surprisingly, even
now, after a hundred years, the discussion persists.
Some people argue that the state should be the
one to bring up and educate children.

So, to sum it up: the team and the environ-
ment affect learning. Democratic governing
bodies have a positive effect on educational and
upbringing processes. Education should be as
close to real life as possible. Upbringing and edu-
cation are largely the responsibility of parents.

THE INVENTOR

Genrikh Altshuller, the founder of the Theory of
Inventive Problem Solving (TIPS), an important
direction in pedagogy, is less known to the pub-
lic, though he gained popularity as a science fiction
writer. He made his first invention when he was

in the 10th grade. He served time in labor camps:
arrested in 1950, rehabilitated in 1954. After his
release from prison, his relations with the Soviet
government developed quite tolerably.

Altshuller is among Soviet scientists and teach-
ers known outside Russia. His TIPS helped turn
discoveries into regularities instead of treating
them as random variables and was popular in the
USSR. Even today, the theory has many followers
all over the world.

THE LEGENDARY TEACHER OF OUR TIME

And now let's talk about probably our most
famous teacher, loved by many people in our
country, and rightly so. Shalva Amonashvili is the
founder of humane pedagogy.

In the 1970s, he was criticized by the official
academic community. Vasily Davydov (an author
of the Elkonin-Davydov System), helped him a
lot then. But here is the main thing: Amonashuvili
has been able to maintain his humane pedago-
gy to this day. In fairness, we must say that the
only school in Moscow that openly promoted
Amonashvili's ideas closed 10 years ago, and
there is no other yet. Amonashvili has many sup-
porters and followers among teachers and par-
ents, he regularly holds seminars, meetings, edu-
cational schools, festivals, conferences in Georgia
and Russia. His lifework lives and wins.

What is the main message of humane peda-
gogy? A child is a unique being, he must be nur-
tured and cherished, protected from evil and
led to good. “Parents, you are lucky, you have an
angel born, so be proud and take care of him/
her — this is your chance,” humane pedagogy
tells us. Before Amonashvili, Janusz Korczak deliv-
ered the same message. And many of the recog-
nized teachers said that children should be loved.
It sounds corny, but there are nuances.

Already at the turn of the XX and XXI cen-
turies, Amonashvili implements his idea of a

“humane school.” First off, this is a school the child
is not afraid of going to. Instead of a red pen, the
teachers use a blue one, instead of “You may sit
down” — “Thank you for the answer, dear Olya.”
Lessons are full of emotions: if your answer is
poor — “sad,” if good — "happy.” There are no
grades in elementary school. Amonashvili's school
is a school of high spirits. Both teachers and stu-
dents extensively use such words as “good,” “sin-
cere,” “thoughtful,” "happy.” They take pleasure in
being here. Itis joyful to be here.

The idea that children are unique and amaz-
ing was not so obvious in the 20th century in our
country. It took a very long time for the society
to recognize their independence and freedom,
and there are still big problems with this in many
schools around the world, and in Russia, too.
Children used to be perceived as unreasonable
beings and therefore requiring persistent atten-
tion and care from adults.

First Janusz Korczak, and then Shalva
Amonashvil, promoted the idea of the uniqueness
of the child's inner world, of caring for him/her. It
is not enough to “shove” knowledge into children.

They need emotional support and love (by the way,
Dima Zitser is going in approximately the same
direction today. At each meeting, he says that a
child should be treated like a small adult).

Both Korczak and Amonashvili remind us that
children have rights. Although they are small and
do not know much yet, this does not mean that
you may insult, humiliate them, disrespect their
interests and needs. You should see personalities
in them. Do you remember Makarenko with his
school boards, students' rights, respect between
teachers and students? All this is a way to realize
this individuality, uniqueness, the child's right to
respect and personal freedoms.

To sum it up: each and every child is unique
and must be protected. School must preserve
personal freedoms of a child. Instead of fear
and violence — a respectful attitude. When
there is no fear, there is freedom.

INTERESTING AND FAST LEARNING
Here we come to the idea of putting personal
freedoms into practice as one of the main val-
ues of the school in the 21st century. But first we
need to talk about one more person many peo-
ple might know — Viktor Shatalov. He lived a very
long and interesting life. His first experiments
with teaching methods date back to the 1950s.
But in Soviet times, his discoveries were not wide-
ly applied, although they were highly effective.

Shatalov had many accomplishments, but I will
focus on the best known ones.

Reference signals — visual aids, formulas and
notes make learning faster, more engaging and
efficient.

A differentiated approach to home assign-
ments (or any assignment, for that matter) — the
assignment must match the child's level. Let's
say, give them a hundred sums to do and praise
for any sum done. Again, it is emotions that mat-
ter! The child should feel strong, smart and hand-
some (remember Amonashvili?)

To sum it up: learning doesn’t have to be
hard. Learning without violence is possible: it
is enough to explain correctly, help to remem-
ber, make arrangements for joint study and
ask kindly. An individual approach is our
everything.

interdependent directions: the arms race and the
formation of a consumer society. The world could
notice it by the growth of the anti-war movement
and in the work of Andy Warhol. In the USSR, this
development was marked by the number of trials
against black marketeers and the ban of Kino, the
music band. The confrontation between the capi-
talist and socialist worlds largely determined the
main developments in education.

It is hard to dispute the Soviet Union's success
in physics, mathematics and chemistry. This lead-
ership, by the way, remains to this day. Biology
was less fortunate. In the late 1940s, the USSR fell
behind the world's pace and never caught up. In
other words, the industries the military-industrial
complex depended on were unequivocally success-
ful. Accordingly, teaching the respective disciplines
at schools and universities was honed to perfection.

Here, the pressure of ideology was completely
absent (or almost absent), everyone understood
that pressure was not the best way to develop sci-
ence above the average level. No wonder the intel-
ligentsia became the basis of free thinking (just
remember the books by the Strugatsky brothers,
the songs and poems by Bulat Okudzhava, or read
the biographies of Pyotr Kapitsa and Lev Landau).
In line with these interests of the state, working
with talented children, teaching physics, chemistry
and mathematics at school, opening special phys-
ics and mathematics schools and study groups at
Palaces of Pioneers became an actively develop-
ing direction. Academic competitions in physics,
mathematics, chemistry and astronomy (given the
achievements of all opposing sides in astronautics)
were held. In these subject areas, you can notice
what | just talked about earlier: a creative approach
to solving technical problems, unique equal and
respectful relationships between teachers and stu-
dents, the absence of fear and pressure, work on
real cases and problems. Can we be proud of these
achievements? Sure we can.

The humanities are quite a different story
though. From the very first years of the Soviet
Union, ideological pressure and censorship have
been hard here. It is hard to imagine the devel-

pressure and isolation from the outside world.
Exactly the same thing happens at school. In

the “country that reads the most,” there was no
opportunity to read and discuss books outside
the system of socialist realism. Even the cultural
critic Yuri Lotman, the author of immortal broad-
casts on Russian history, who was definitely no
threat to the state, was forced to develop his
structural analysis in Tartu, Estonia, as in Moscow
his work would be subject to censorship.

The same was true with history. It was difficult
to imagine any work of a historian on any topic
and about any era outside of Marxist ideology.

s it possible to adopt censorship and prohibi-
tions from the Soviet era for the education of the
future? God forbid! Ideological prohibitions and
isolation have never contributed to the develop-
ment of science and education.

THE NEEDS OF THE NEW AGE

Do you remember what Makarenko says in his
books about creating an atmosphere of respect,
equality, and freedom at school? He blurs the
line between school and life, opens the school
gates and lets real life in. Exactly the opposite of
what the Soviet school did (I admit that the entire
Soviet society may have been deprived of this).
We can still hear that a good teacher is a “strict
teacher.” This is the legacy of the Soviet school-
ing, which we must leave behind without doubt. A
good school is a school where both teachers and
students are happy. Happy, not scared.

The first attempts at making schooling different
were made by innovative teachers in the 1990s,
when the confrontation of the two social systems
was no longer decisive. There was a demand for
change in schooling towards greater humaniza-
tion, towards individual learning. The transition
from the vertical (hierarchical, rigid, authoritative)
structure to the horizontal one (democratic, emo-
tional, open). The horizontal structure respects
and appreciates the student's personal view on
problems, weaves education into a single system
of knowledge, takes knowledge beyond the school
walls and opens up a world that turns education
into the path of a lifetime.

Just like in the second half of the 20th centu-
ry, the development of nuclear energy and space
travel lent a great momentum to science and
forced us to reconsider many educational priori-
ties, nowadays we see digital technologies and
the Internet forcing us to reconsider the old prin-
ciples of the development of modern schools.

Where rebellious physicists and lyricists, engi-
neers and innovators of the Soviet industry once
stood, now we see hipsters and IT people of the
21st century. The demand has sprung up not only
for technology specialists, but also for artists, writ-
ers, designers, musicians. It is no longer the world
of confrontation, it is the world of cooperation
without borders, which is turning into an Internet
model. There are no countries and no language
barriers, all information is open and accessible,
education can be obtained in any part of the
world, you can travel anywhere.

IDEAS OF DEMOCRATIC EDUCATION
How is our education changing to meet the needs
of the new era? Slowly, by a narrow margin, but it
is changing.

| will briefly dwell on two teachers, two school
principals who tried to employ new approaches
in their schools and revolutionized all ideas about
the pedagogy of the time: Alexander Tubelsky
and Mikhail Shchetinin.

Alexander Tubelsky. In the 1990s he became
the principal of the Moscow-based “School of
Self-Determination”, where he tried to put into
practice all the ideas of democratic education,
which became more popular at the end of the
century. His school has many clubs and extracur-
ricular activities for children, democratic elections,
special relationships between teachers and stu-
dents, a lot of freedom for experiments. There
are exercise machines in the school corridors so

that students can play sports during breaks and
just have fun. Friday is a free day when there are
no lessons, you can do what you want guided by
teachers who teach the subject of your interest,
regardless of your age and grade.

The main slogan of the Tubelsky School is:

“School should be interesting, the child should be
happy to go to school.” Please note that for Tubelsky,
Amonashvili, Makarenko, it is not only knowledge
that matters, it is the students' and teachers’ emo-
tional state that matters. Education should be joyful!
I'have repeated this many times and I will say it again.

In 1994, Mikhail Shchetinin's school was
opened in the Krasnodar Krai, near the village of
Tekos. The full name was “Boarding School for the
Complex Formation of the Personality of Children
and Adolescents.” Shchetinin's methods seem
quite extreme even now. There is a lot to be told
about this school and a lot to learn from it. It was
closed quite recently — in 2019.

Shchetinin went the farthest. There were no
lessons in his school, there were no classes, stu-
dents of different ages studied together. The
main method of teaching was immersion in the
subject. That is, you study continuously, every
day for many hours immersing yourself in only
one subject. Lessons could take place anywhere,

School teach-
ers could not necessarily be teachers, but peo-
ple passionate about their work. Shchetinin
erases all boundaries, removes everything that
seemed unshakable and irreplaceable: lessons,
classes, teachers, ideas about education in gen-
eral. | think it was a big leap into the new age of
education.

THE NEW AGE OF EDUCATION

The beginning of the new age was the beginning
of the active influence of parents on education.
Actually, this was what Makarenko, Amonashvili
and other innovative teachers called for. And now
we listen with enthusiasm to the lectures of Dima
Zitser and Lyudmila Petranovskaya, who, in fact,

promote the same ideas of parental responsibil-
ity for education. Not only the state, but also par-
ents have the right to determine how their chil-
dren should be educated. The school's monopoly
on education is ending soon. This is what causes
many parents to have a growing interest in fam-
ily education. Family schools (schools created by
parents), democratic schools, Montessori schools,
Waldorf schools began to appear. The TIPS is now
recognized not by a narrow group of specialists,
but by many teachers even in public schools.

I must say that public schools understand
that they fail to keep pace with the times and are
looking for new solutions. Their main strength
is that they can give fundamental education in
mathematics, physics and chemistry. | will clari-
fy — to give it to those who really want to take
it. The ability to prepare strong personnel for the
military-industrial complex has not disappeared.
Now programmers have been added to the list
of occupations. Here we are developing very well
even compared to the rest of the world. The skills
of Soviet education are not outdated.

All schools — public, private, family and alter-
native — are actively searching for new ways of
developing education in the XXI century. Unfortu-
nately, this search is not going to bring immediate
results as education is a very conservative thing
and changes slowly.

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RESULTS AND PROSPECTS

In my opinion, in the near future, education will

change in the following directions:

+ The focus will be on the student, his needs
and opportunities. The student who inter-
acts with the world, not counteracts the world.
Metadisciplinarity will become the main way
of learning (hello, Anton Makarenko, Viktor
Shatalov and Mikhail Shchetinin).

Education will transcend the boundaries of
the school, grade, and age. The whole world
will become a school (Mikhail Shchetinin,
Alexander Tubelsky).

The main motivation for learning will be inter-
est in the subject, not fear. Positive emotions
will be the basis of learning. If a child comes
home from school happy, then this is a good
school (Shalva Amonashvili, Anton Makarenko,
Alexander Tubelsky).

Boring memorization and cramming will be
replaced by effective memorization, a creative
approach to solving problems, project work
(Genrikh Altshuller, Viktor Shatalov).

The main challenge for education in the 27st
century will be the need to combine a strong
scientific worldview with creative approaches
and a pedagogy of uncertainty and spontane-
ity. This is a union between the Soviet scien-
tific school, training, creativity and democratic
structure of education, no matter how incom-
patible they may seem now.

P.S. Unfortunately, there are not too many
books and research papers analyzing the expe-
rience of Soviet innovative teachers. This topic is
just beginning to be explored. The facts | wrote
about were largely taken from seminars and per-
sonal meetings, conversations with school princi-
pals, teachers and students as well as followers of
innovative teachers.

CONSERVATIVE AND PREDICTABLE
Children are incredibly conservative creatures.
Responsible parents know how important a regu-
lar lifestyle and discipline are for a child's healthy
development. If a child wakes up, eats, studies,
plays, does sports, and goes to bed around the
same time, he or she is much more likely to grow
up as a calm, collected, and mentally stable per-
son. Of course, having a schedule that deter-
mines the rhythm of life is by no means the only
thing that affects the development of the nervous
system in a young body, but it goes without say-
ing, this is a very significant factor.

For a child, predictability is fundamentally
important, at least until entering puberty — pre-
dictability in food, in how the space of his or her
little world is organized, and so on.

A child spends a significant part of his life in
school — five or six days a week, at least 4 hours
a day in primary school, and let's not forget extra-
curriculars and extended care). This is why the
school should have a very clear, predictable struc-
ture as much as possible, so that new students
adapt as quickly as possible to an unfamiliar
environment.

We all remember the image of Hogwarts from
the Harry Potter novels — a labyrinthine cas-
tle full of secret rooms, constantly moving stairs
and passages inside fireplaces and closets. That
image may be extremely charming, but it does
not correlate with reality.

| should note that when | talk about the edu-
cational space being predictable, I mean, of
course, its space planning concept. The quality of
navigation, the attitude of teachers to their stu-
dents, and the general atmosphere in the insti-
tution do play an important role, of course; but
the layout is the foundation, the framework that
determines both form and “content.”

UNLIKE ANYTHING ELSE

At the same time, the architect should be aware
that children, with their endless energy and rich
imagination, are badly in need of some unique
impressions, some markers of self-identity. The
school architecture can and should be one of
these markers, which is why off-the-shelf solu-
tions in this case are not exactly inapplicable
(they are applicable everywhere), but rather
harmful.

Think about A.S. Griboyedov Gymnasium No.
1529 (formerly Gogol School No. 59) in Staroko-
nyushenny Lane in Moscow. Why is it so popular,
why are so many people eager to send their chil-
dren there? It's not just about the reputation of
the institution itself and the qualifications of the
teachers working there. The people are attracted
to the building itself — a building with a history,

The “Finnish School” near Moscow, which I also
mentioned here, is sort of a prototype of the
Burabay boarding school, just as Nabokov's nov-
el “Camera Obscura” can be seen as a sketch for

“Lolita.” In the Finnish School project, we first formu-
lated the principles that later formed the basis of
the IQanat concept.

a recognizable image imprinted in the memory.
Most Russian schools, alas, cannot boast of this.
In 2012, the authoritative architectural mag-
azine Project Russia published a special issue
on “Childhood”, with photos of typical schools in
Moscow's Butovo district. It was a sad sight, of
course — plain gray boxes with flecks of pale pink,
pale green or pale yellow, rarely adorned with
some graphics. Who came up with such a strange
design code, if that term can be used here at all?
And how can anyone identify themselves with
something like that? Instead of vibrant and inspir-
ing architecture that conveys that knowledge is
not only useful, but also mighty interesting, we
have faceless education factories, conveying little
more than the fact that a person is but a cog in a
giant machine called “the state”.

I would say that the architect's main task when
designing a school is to pack somewhat conser-
vative functions into an attractive, imagination-
stirring wrapper. There is a term that, like the
word “design code,” came to us from the English
language: “Iconic architecture.” Iconic meaning

“unique, being unlike anything, outstanding.” The
school architecture may not have to be outstand-
ing, but it certainly has to be unique.

WHAT IS IN THE WAY TODAY?

First of all, perhaps, it is the current design stan-
dards, which require a radical revision, in my pro-
fessional opinion. In general, any architecture
begins with two things — a list of standards and
the terms of reference. Standards are deter-
mined by the state — it is its prerogative, and the
terms of reference are formulated by the cus-
tomer, based on regulatory and other constraints.
The same government or business can also act
as a customer for the design of an educational
institution. The so-called public-private partner-
ship format is also possible, when, for example, a
developer receives land for building on preferen-
tial terms, but with an obligation to build a great
school — school 14 in Pushkin, Moscow Region, is
a good example that comes to mind.

The state is primarily interested in the speed
of work: it is concerned about providing the
necessary educational space to the people as
quickly as possible, to reduce the shortage of
school and kindergarten places. It rarely cares
about the quality of architecture, unless there is
politics involved — incidentally, this is also when
larger-than-usual budgets are allocated for the
projects.

By the way, traditionally modest funding is
another obstacle to moving beyond typical archi-
tecture in education. Business, on the other hand,
is much more flexible. Aimost every school in
Russia whose architecture deserves attention and
expert discussion, is a private school, that is, paid
school. And this is no accident. Khoroshkola in the
capital's Khoroshevo-Mnevniki district is private;
the Finnish School in the Moscow suburbs — pri-
vate, the President school in Ilyinskoe highway —
private, the Wunderpark school on Novorizhskoe
highway, needless to say, — private. The situa-
tion is similar in the CIS countries. An innovative
boarding school was built in Burabay, Kazakhstan,
in 2021, based on our design — it is also private.
In this case, even when the customer is a busi-
ness and substantial funding is allocated for the
school construction, we, the architects, still have to
struggle with the existing standards. By “struggle”

I mean the endless search for compromises and
legal loopholes in order to come up with some-
thing original that would please the children, which
would make them proud of their alma mater.

DEMOLISH OR RECONSTRUCT?
Sooner or later, our state will mature enough to
begin investing in unique and beautiful architec-
ture — not just in schools but also in other pub-
lic buildings built with the state money. Right now
it seems to have other priorities. And of course, it
knows better how to spend its money at any giv-
en time. I should add that when the state even-
tually gets its hands on this problem, it will have
to do something about those model schools

The interiors are very spacious and bright. The
central crossing in the building is reserved for
rest and recreation. It contains a double-height
hall with an amphitheater, where you can rest
between the lessons or, on the contrary, study at
leisure, have some time with yourself or talk to
your classmates. Our schools certainly need such
spaces.

Some of them will at
some point reach the end of useful life (our typi-
cal architecture ages quickly — after 25 years it is
almost guaranteed to be obsolete), and then we
will have to decide — to demolish or completely
reconstruct. The other part will just need minor
updates, and this is where the German experi-
ence of renovating typical Soviet architecture in
the former GDR comes in handy.

To be fair, typical doesn't have to be bor-
ing and depressing. After all, typical architec-
ture existed in the tsarist times as much as it did
under Stalin. But then the problem of beauty was
addressed with decorativism, or ornamentation,
in the late Soviet terminology. Right, typical can-
not be unique by definition, but until the middle
of the last century, our typical design provided
for beautification of the facades with all kinds of
stucco or carved stone details. With Khrushchev
coming to power, beauty in architecture was abol-
ished as an impermissible luxury, excess. In the
1950s, the entire construction industry in the
USSR was reorganized to meet the task of pro-
viding accommodation to the people as cheap
and as fast as possible. | must note that to some
extent we are still living in this old paradigm of
speed and cost cutting. After all, the inertia is
enormous in the government system.

We will, of course, eventually abandon these
attitudes, but it will take some more time. | con-
sider a return to decorativism to be impossible
today, for a number of reasons.

Secondly, dec-
orativism is politically toxic — who needs archi-
tecture today that is associated with the era of
the dictatorship.

But the concept of a 50-seat public school in the
village of Manasaul in the Republic of Dagestan,
which we developed in 2020, is a completely
different story, both in terms of architecture

and ideology. It is asymmetrical, i.e. almost
symmetrical, reminiscent of a city manor house:
the stone facing, which is in tune with the
historical context, the powerful avant-corps with
arched window openings, the stepped facade
configurations — the building is monumentally
tectonic; its image is both restrained and

solemn. Large glazing area smooths this effect

of monumentality, so it does not look massive,
stumpy. The ideology of the project is that the
building functions as an educational institution in
the morning and afternoon; then, after the classes
are over, it becomes a local community center
that is open to all visitors. A school as a point of
attraction outside of school hours is an unusual
idea for Russia, although we don'’t have a problem
using educational facilities as polling stations on
election days. Maybe our authorities should think
about adding new functions to the schools? This is
the kind of openness that I'm sure would foster the
formation of sustainable local communities.

times, which obliges the architects to profess cer-
tain approaches. Decorativism, in my opinion, goes
against the spirit of modernity, albeit with some
reservations. Yes, there are neo-classical archi-
tects in Russia, their main representative in the
“noughties” being the famous critic Grigory Revzin,
now a partner in the Strelka Design Bureau, but
they never formed a common school; they are
not even a group of like-minded people. They are
all working off a certain request, which is always
coming from private capital. That's a fairly nar-
row segment of the market. The state does not
show any demand for neoclassicism, and it is not
expected to, in the future.

THE FUTURE OF OUR SCHOOLS

If we talk about my view on the future of our
schools, or rather what | want it to be like, | can
describe it in three words: Flexible, Open and
Original. By flexible, | mean moving away from a
corridor system with closed classrooms toward
something friendlier, a layout that encourages
students to communicate, to have informal con-
versations with teachers and with each other.
|, for one, really like some modern Norwegian
schools where classrooms “float” in the middle of
a large public space.

Being open to me is not about removing the
fence around the school perimeter, but, let's
say, redefining it. The facade of the building can
play the role of the fence, while the school yard
can easily be “moved” inside the school. What
makes us leave these huge empty areas around
the schools? It's the regulations. Alternatively, the
school can be raised on a podium, which would
house a public library, cafes and stores. Alas, this
also goes against our regulations.

And | have already described being original
in previous paragraphs. The problem is not that
we don't have our own architectural geniuses,
like Zaha Hadid, who built the magnificent Evelyn
Grace Academy school in London; the problem
is that our architectural geniuses don't have the
freedom that is necessary to create truly unique
objects.

SPATIAL DRAMATURGY

Our bureau, IND Architects, however, has
designed several schools that could well be
called unique. The IQanat high school in Burabay,
which | already mentioned briefly, is located
on the shore of Shchuchye Lake, surrounded
by a large forested area.

by both insolation and topography. One axis of
the “cross” is perpendicular to the access road
and shoreline, the other is parallel to them.

The part of the building extending toward the
lake is connected to the water by a narrow
walkway that turns into a wooden pier. This
gives an illusion of the building growing out of
the water, if only horizontally. The part parallel
to the access road acts as a backdrop to hide
the view of the lake from new arrivals. We call

it spatial dramaturgy, when the architecture is
sort of playing with the viewer, that is, it does
not daze them immediately, but gradually draws
into a whirlwind of experiences, when there is

a certain scenario of perception of the object
and the person receives impressions dosed.
Architecture can strike you hard, or it can intrigue
you and provoke you to explore. Our school in
Burabay is just such intriguing architecture... You
know, American director Steven Spielberg once
formulated the fundamental principle of thriller
and horror films — the villain, the monster is not
shown immediately, the tension must be built up
first, otherwise the climax will not produce the
desired effect. In our case, the “monster” is Lake
Shchuchye. There is no way such beauty can be
presented at once.

In Russia, new ideas almost always come
from business. And they need to be popularized
to make the authorities pay attention to the
new ideas that architects develop together with
business representatives. That's largely what
this article was written for. We can certainly go
on justifying our ideas and proving our case in
private, but to reach a qualitatively new level of
architecture in public buildings on a national
scale, we must actively promote the agenda that
is relevant to the industry and society through
mass media.

FROM RESEARCH AMONG
ENGINEERS TO GOOGLE EMPLOYEES

Scientists discovered long ago that in-depth
knowledge and even good grades at school
and the University do not necessarily trans-
late into success in life and career. For example,
the National Soft Skills Association of America
describes the findings of a study covering several
thousand American engineers, conducted more
than a hundred years ago, in 1918. Even then,
about 85% of engineers cited personal qualities
as the most important factor influencing success
in an engineering career — compared to 15% cit-
ing technical knowledge and skills (Mann, 1918).
Among the much more recent findings is
information from Google, which analyzed data
on the hiring, career development and dismissal
of its employees between 1998 and 2013. The
study showed that technical knowledge and
skills in the respective field ranked last among
the eight most important qualities of the best
Google employees. All the seven more impor-
tant success factors were represented by social
skills: being a good mentor; good communication
and listening skills; ability to understand others
(including recognition of others’ values and per-
spectives); empathy and support for one's peers;
ability to think critically and solve problems; and
ability to establish linkages between complex
ideas (Strauss, 2017).

WHAT ARE SOFT SKILLS?

The term “soft skills” lacks a clear definition in
Russian or in English language. In fact, even
though the term “soft skills” prevails, the concept
can be described using different names, such as
common skills or core skills. This includes skills,
abilities, and personality traits that are important
and needed in any profession, as well as general-
ly in every person’s life. Typically, soft skills include
critical thinking, problem-solving ability, ability to
speak in public, work in a team, be a leader, cre-
ative thinking ability, and so on. Soft skills are hard
to measure, unlike hard skills, that is, knowledge
and skills in specific areas and professions.

James Heckman, Nobel Prize winner in eco-
nomics, dedicated a lot of time to education
research, including that in vocational training.

He showed that high IQ level only increases a
person’s chances of financial success by 1-2%.
Instead, soft skills like conscientiousness and dili-
gence, perseverance, and self-discipline are more
likely to lead to financial success (Faye, 2016).

In his works on soft skills, Heckman suggests
relying on the taxonomy of personal qualities
(character traits) used by psychologists deal-
ing with personality development (Heckman,

personality traits include: Openness to Experi-

ence, Conscientiousness, Extraversion, Agree-
ableness, and Neuroticism. Russian transla-
tions, definitions, and descriptions of these
terms can be found in Table 1. This table con-
tains descriptions and explanations of all terms,
because some of them do not have easy and
unambiguous equivalents in Russian, and the

Russian-language sources on soft skills often

distort their meaning or inaccurately convey

important nuances.

If the “Big Five” personality traits seem too
hard to put into operational context, politicians
come to the rescue. In 2016, for example, the
World Economic Forum in Davos presented ten
flexible skills of the future that professionals in
every profession will need by 2020 (Gray, 2016):
1. Ability to solve complex (multi-faceted)
problems.

Critical thinking.

Creativity.

Ability to manage people.

Ability to coordinate one's action with other

people.

Emotional intelligence.

Ability to form judgments and make decisions.

Service orientation.

Negotiating.

0. Cognitive flexibility.

In Russia, an even simpler model called 4C is
used. The idea is there are four key competencies
starting with “C" that every high school student
needs to develop in order to meet the demands
of the labor market in the future (Foxford.Media,
2019):

1. Critical Thinking — the ability to critically eval-
uate information coming from the outside,
to analyze it and to check its validity, to see
causal relationships, to discard the unnec-
essary and highlight the important, to draw
conclusions;

2. Creativity — the ability to think outside the
box, to find spur-of-the-moment solutions to
problems, to react flexibly to changes;

3. Communication Skills — the ability to commu-
nicate, convey one's message, hear the others,
negotiate;

4. Coordination — the ability to work in a
team, to take on both leadership and
rank-and-file functions, to delegate tasks and
monitor performance.

CAN THESE SKILLS BE TAUGHT
AND EVALUATED?

Since soft skills are not purely skills, but also charac-
ter traits, there is much debate in science and edu-
cation about the extent to which character traits
can be influenced or shaped, and how changes in
these skills and personality traits can be measured.

Here we can rely on a specialized analytical
report published by the Organization for Economic
Cooperation and Development (OECD, 2015). The
report focuses on the role of social and emotion-
al skills and presents the results of large-scale
longitudinal studies spanning nine countries.
Here are some key findings of the study:

Children need a balanced set of cognitive, social, and
emotional skills to achieve positive outcomes in life.
Cognitive, social and emotional skills all play an
important role in improving economic and social
outcomes in people’s lives. At the same time,
social and emotional skills interact with cogni-
tive skills, mutually enriching each other and thus
further increasing the likelihood of the children
achieving positive outcomes as adults.

Teachers and parents can help improve children’s
social and emotional skills by building their rela-
tionships with children and using hands-on learn-
ing techniques.

Contrary to popular misconception, children are
not born with a fixed set of abilities. Teachers
and parents can play a role in children’s develop-
ment. Strong parent-teacher-child relationships
and the use of real-life examples and hands-on
experiences while learning are some of the most
efficient approaches to building the sense of inde-
pendence, responsibility, teamwork skills, and
self-confidence in children.

Since “skills breed skills”, early exposure to social
and emotional skills may have a greater effect.
Social and emotional skills are more flexible
between early childhood and adolescence. Ear-
ly “investment” in the development of the child's
social and emotional skills is especially important
because these skills develop gradually based on
past “investments” in them. In addition, people
with higher levels of social and emotional skills
(e.g., self-confidence and perseverance) are likely
to benefit more from further investment in cogni-
tive skills (e.g., math and science lessons).

Social and emotional skills can be reliably mea-
sured across cultural or linguistic boundaries.
Social and emotional skills can be reliably mea-
sured for different age groups within cultural and
linguistic boundaries. This includes personality
self-assessment, behavioral qualities and objec-
tive psychological tests. Some of these indicators
predict a variety of success factors in education,
the labor market, and society as a whole.

SOFT SKILLS IN RUSSIAN
EDUCATION: THE BEGINNING
OF THE CONVERSATION

Having identified the range of skills and charac-
ter traits that can be classified as soft skills, and
having made sure that the development of these
skills in children can be influenced and measured,
we offer a brief look at how Russian schools see
the teaching of such skills. To begin with, we must
say that the Federal State Educational Standards
(FGOS) actually take soft skills into account. For
example, the FGOS of basic general education
(grades 5-9) states that the following must be pro-
vided in the course of education:

+ development of personal qualities necessary
for solving everyday and unconventional tasks
in order to adequately orient oneself in the
surrounding world;
shaping a culture of lifelong learning and
self-development;
personal development of the students,
including civic, patriotic, spiritual, moral,
aesthetic, physical, labor, environmental
education, and recognition of the value of
scientific knowledge.

However, education experts agree that both
the FGOS and schools working under the tradi-
tional educational model do not venture beyond
simply declaring the importance of teaching the
above-mentioned qualities. That is why we invited
representatives of alternative schools and experts
in alternative education to talk about soft skills.

Yaroslava Kabanova, director of ILI school
(St. Petersburg), says the need for soft skills is
widely recognized in Russian education today,
including in the Ministry of Education; all modern
schools are trying to pay attention to these
skills. You can hear soft skills being talked about
at every education conference: “Everyone talks
about it incessantly and implements it as best
as they can. Implementation is the biggest issue.
Everybody understands how important soft skills
are, but few realize how they can be implemented
and taught.”

Let's focus now on a few conceptual issues
related to the topic of soft skills reported by
experts.

Why is there so much talk about soft skills today?
Alexey Semyonychev, the administrator of the
largest Russian-language Facebook group’ on
alternative education (44,500 members), founder
of the Alternative Education in Russia project, and
author of books on methods of family education,
says soft skills describe “a certain type of think-
ing that has recently become highly relevant. Why
did this happen? Because the world is changing
rapidly, it is becoming global, more complex, it is
moving from vertical connections to horizontal

ones. The Internet is an example of horizontal
connections, where you can easily communicate
with someone from Nepal, Moscow or Antarctica,
without leaving your home in the United States.
Language does not matter in this case, the only
thing that matters is your desire to communicate.
That's what soft skills are about. They are the skills
that enable us to make horizontal and productive
connections with each other.”

According to Semyonychev, horizontal con-
nections between people represent a new type
of relationship, which started developing rapidly
in the 21st century. These are pretty well known
things. Like, how do we negotiate with one anoth-
er? How do we communicate non-violently? How
do we understand each other's emotions?

Why is there no place for soft skills training in tra-
ditional schools?

Svetlana Marzeyeva, author of the A'ducation proj-
ect, head of the Association of Family Schools,
board member of the League of Educators,
believes that talking about soft skills is “a way to
identify educational needs in modern terms and
to show the direction in which education needs
to change.” Svetlana says the school's greatest
problem is that it is “dead as a learning institution;
it is only effective as a children'’s storage facility.

If there is one thing public schools in Russia are
good at, that's 'keeping’ children. Parents need a
place to keep their children at, while they are at
the office. And while you keep the children in stor-
age, you have to keep them busy. Therefore, each
subject is studied to extreme depths, both theo-
ry and practical application. Remember Russian
classes, where we studied conjunctions vs. syn-
detic words? Do you still remember the differ-
ence? Or in biology, the minutest details of how
the body functions, with all the medical names,
like three kinds of capillaries, have you ever used
that knowledge? The same is true about every
subject. Schoolchildren are overloaded with
meaningless memorization, with no time left for
anything else.”

Alexey Semyonychev adds to the discussion
from the opposite side. He believes it is impossi-
ble to teach soft skills in the modern (traditional)
school, because that school is based entirely on

vertical connections: “Who needs soft skills when
we have vertical connections, like those between
the boss and his/her subordinates? The tradition-
al school is a vertical system. Soft skills are out of
the question there, because soft skills are based
on respect for one another.”

According to the expert, the traditional school
is a system where everything that can be killed
in the soft skills system, gets killed. “What kind of
communication can there be when the teacher is
sitting up there talking down to you? The ability to
choose — what does a student choose in school?
He or she doesn't choose anything. The ability
to understand emotions — who's going to teach
them to understand emotions? A teacher who
has 30 students in his class?”

The school's grading system also does not take
into account soft skills. Meanwhile, critical think-
ing is based on the child having to assess critically
what is happening around them, that is, have his
or her own opinion. “I'm afraid that's even worse
in school. Having your own opinion at school is
outright a health hazard,” the expert says.

The whole reality around the child in a regu-
lar school goes against many of the principles of
soft skills. “Before introducing soft skills, we need
to change the school first,” Alexey Semyonychev
sums up. After school, when people are older and
no longer pressured by teachers and the school
environment, they can finally start developing
their soft skills with greater success.

THE HIDDEN CONTENT
OF EDUCATION

Speaking of teaching soft skills in schools, experts
touch upon the connection between education
and upbringing. Yaroslava Kabanova points out
that we often forget that a child spends a great
amount of time at school, where he or she devel-
ops as a person. Education is about teaching as
much as about upbringing. If we leave upbring-
ing out of the curriculum, the child still receives

it from the adults around him: teachers, tutors,
everyone else at school.

“It is very important to have the right kind of
people around the child. The school's job is to
develop the child's circle of communication, to
lay down the basic values, concepts, principles, to
build up the child's personality, to help him find
his way, to help him in his development, in com-
munication. Because that's the society we are
going to have in five years; that's the environment
we are all going to live in. That's the future we are
shaping,” Yaroslava Kabanova says.

THE HIDDEN CONTENT OF EDUCATION
“Education is determined by the specific atmosphere
at the educational institution, the ‘school spirit’ as
much as it is by the set of academic subjects, spe-
cializations, the volume of material taught, etc.

The essence of this phenomenon is revealed by
the term “hidden curriculum,” used by many West-
ern researchers. To me personally, the term “hidden
content of education” seems quite acceptable. It
can be accepted as a working definition precisely
because in the very process of revealing its theoreti-
cal and practical content, we will inevitably come to
answering the question of what is actually taught
and what should be taught in school.

| side with the researchers of this hidden con-
tent in that it should include the following phe-
nomena of school organization:

«various kinds of differentiation of students by
their abilities, including our domestic invention
of recent years — remedial classes and special
classes for gifted children (the “fools’ classes”
and the “nerds’ classes”, as children themselves
refer to them);

* the real power structure in the school (totali-
tarian or hierarchical, democratic or liberal);

* the language of a class or school (not formal-
ly, of course, but by the actual semantics, tone,
style, and volume of vocabulary in use);

+ the established practice of telling the teacher
what he or she expects vs. what the student
actually thinks;

« ability to act in the situation of a test or exam
(not the cultural forms of behavior in a test sit-
uation, but the established rules of cheating,
peeking, guessing, etc.);

+ the actual distribution of study time (not by
curriculum or schedule, but by the time actual-
ly used by the student — some students really
have 12 hours of study time a day, while oth-
ers don't have even half an hour).”

Alexey Semyonychev commented on the con-
nection between the hidden content of education
and soft skills development as follows: “Without
even noticing, a child is taught other skills besides
knowledge. When the teacher enters the class-
room, everyone must stand up. Students talk to
their teachers exclusively on formal terms and
by their full names, while teachers talk to the kids
informally, addressing them by first name only.
Students must obey the teacher, no matter what
he or she says. Students in class have no right
to express their opinions. This results in a child
raised into obedience, into “my opinion can wait”
attitude. There is no need to learn to negotiate,
because the teacher has the last word; you are
not allowed to get creative during the class as you
may get an “F" for that. Do the tests, nothing else,
creativity is not required.”

We can say that experts agree that if the school

is properly configured with “hidden educational
content”, then children will acquire soft skills natu-
rally, as part of school life.

Svetlana Marzeyeva believes that it is not nec-
essary to impose either “hard” or “soft” skills on
children: “Any school that wants to meet the cur-
rent trends must put aside control and evalua-
tion and focus instead on helping students devel-
op and master their personal educational goals;
that is, children in today’s school must cease to
be objects of educational activity. As soon they
become subjects, the question of “hard” and “soft”
skills will fade away by itself. It doesn't matter
what to teach, it matters who to teach. And that
determines how they will be taught.”

Alexey Semyonychev explains that if the prin-
ciples developed in alternative education are
implemented in practice, this will effectively mean

that separate, special training in school for flex-
ible skills will no longer be necessary. “Soft skills,
democratic education, free education are parts
of a common democratic concept. If the schools
change towards alternative, informal education,
as we are planning it, “soft skills” training will no
longer be necessary. The school system itself,
each teacher's mode of instruction, the system of
school organization — all this will work to ensure
that the child grows up as a free and independent
person, right from the start. In turn, freedom and
independence themselves will give birth to all the
'soft skills"you can think of,” the expert says.

What can change and improve a school? The
three slogans of the French Revolution — liber-
ty, equality, fraternity — are as relevant here as
never before. “The school of the future should at
least be a free school, which respects every stu-
dent and is free from any form of violence. Vio-
lence is inability to negotiate. And the ability to
negotiate is a soft skill.

The types of schools selected for this review are
based on the results of the School of the Future
study conducted by the analytical department of
the Positive Changes Factory in the first half of
2022. The study identified key models of school
education in Russia and proposed criteria for their
classification and evaluation. One of the criteria is

“soft skills orientation.”

When selecting specific cases for this review,
we were guided by the recommendations of the
experts interviewed in the School of the Future
studly.

The resulting sampling of schools is not intend-
ed to be representative but rather will serve as an
illustration of the variety of approaches Russian
schools take to soft skills instruction.

Most of the schools presented in the review are
located in Moscow and St. Petersburg, because
such schools have appeared here sooner than
in other parts of the country. Besides, schools in
Moscow and St. Petersburg tend to publish more
detailed and up-to-date information on their
websites.

Information about the school opening year,
types of instruction and the school’s curriculum
is based on information available on the school’s
Web site and from other public sources, quoted as
close as possible to the source.

Information about the inclusion of soft skills in
the curriculum is based on the information on the
school’s website. To prevent overloading the review,
we only include specific excerpts and quotes
showing the school’s emphasis on soft skills. For
complete information on missions, approaches,
curricula, etc., go directly to the schools’ websites.

Please note that in some cases it is impossi-
ble to understand from the information on the
school website whether the school works in accor-
dance with the FGOS or not. Alternative schools
do not have to follow the Federal State Education
Standards (FGOS). The school websites do not
always make it clear what classes are available.
Often there is no information on the opening date
of the school. The authors of this review and the
Journal are not responsible for any incomplete
information on school websites.

Such schools are often started by parents for
their children in response to a situation where

no satisfactory option exists in the market. All this
raises multiple questions: What awaits the School
in the future? What should it be like? Can it be dif-
ferent from what it is now? These and other ques-
tions were discussed in the Positive Changes
Factory's study on the School of the Future model.

DESIGN OF THE STUDY

A desk review of publications was conducted to
develop a conceptual framework within which the
school education could be described. In the pre-
paratory part of the study, the authors consider
sources of information about modern approach-
es to the organization of school education in
Russia and abroad. These included both theoreti-
cal sources describing various concepts, which
were used later to formulate the questionnaire
guide, and narratives illustrating important case
studies of educational models.

Based on the concepts highlighted, an expert
questionnaire guide was compiled, with the pur-
pose of providing meaningful content based on
school case studies. A total of 20 experts from
different segments of the field under study were
interviewed. This included representatives of the
teaching community, authors of their own educa-
tional concepts, specialists in education manage-
ment. The objective of the survey was to compare
different viewpoints on the prospective develop-
ment of educational practices in the school and
to produce a framework that would enable us to
describe the school education process, so it can
be modeled subsequently in the context of the
School of the Future.

The case study examined 27 private general
secondary education institutions and pub-
lic schools with educational models different
from that of a regular secondary general school
(SGS). Having this sample enabled us to follow
the strategy of greatest differences in case selec-
tion — without claiming to cover the entire gener-
al population, we are supposed to consider their
differences rather than their similarities.

Further, the highlighted criteria formed the
basis for describing the key models of school
education. The models are instrumental in high-
lighting “growth points”, which are used to formu-
late a forward-looking model of the School of the
Future and its characteristics.

Thus, the School of the Future model logically
follows from the concepts derived from reviewing
the existing educational research through expert
interviews and the synthesis of selected educa-
tional characteristics into the criteria of educa-
tional models. A description of the study stages
and the relationship between them is presented
in Figure 1.

CRITERIA FOR SELECTING AND
ANALYZING SCHOOL EDUCATION
MODELS

As noted earlier, a guide was developed for the
expert survey based on a desk study. The main
concepts in the expert survey were:

+  expected educational outcomes of the School
of the Future students (knowledge, abilities
and skills, or others);
criteria for classifying the cases of existing
general secondary education institutions, as
suggested by the experts;
educational models based on the criteria
identified.

EXPECTED EDUCATIONAL OUTCOMES (KEY
KNOWLEDGE, ABILITIES AND SKILLS)

The questions were worded so as to suggest
focusing on discussing specific extracurricular
skills, not the academic knowledge (which is quite
difficult to list). As one expert said, “the future
remains unexplored,” so it is quite expected that
cognitive flexibility was the most frequently cited
skill of the future. The ethical basis for this flex-
ibility is respect for the others and a culture of
tolerance for others' values. Tolerance is impor-
tant, not only for the other, but also for yourself,
for your own mistakes, which become part of
learning.

However, in addition to the learning abilities,
the experts named some specific skills that are
not commonly taught in school now, but which
would be extremely useful to a person in life
today and in the future. One of these is the con-
tent skill, which is both an educational element,
designed to move away from the lecture format,

In this chaotic world, where one has
to be flexible and adaptive, it is important to learn
the practices of self-care — for which it is impor-
tant to have knowledge of good nutrition, cooking
and one's own resources.

CRITERIA FOR CLASSIFYING SCHOOL
EDUCATION MODELS

Based on the expert survey, three groups of cri-
teria were identified: pedagogical, inclusive, and
economic.

The pedagogical criteria reflect the curric-
ulum features: personalization, focus on aca-
demic knowledge or soft skills, distance between
student and teacher, communication style with
students and parents. In a broad sense, this
group of criteria refers to the personalization
parameters of the education process.

Inclusivity, in the broad sense, is putin a
separate category of criteria as a description of
accessibility/comfort of education for children
with special needs’, financial affordability for the
target audience, and accessibility in terms of
admission (level of “selectivity”).

Economic criteria were proposed mainly by
specialists in education management, who viewed
the school model not only from the educational
viewpoint, but also as a market product. There-
fore, this aspect includes features of the market
offer: how busy the child is at school and wheth-
er he/she can attend additional classes (sections,
circles, etc.), and whether the model is financially
sustainable and scalable.

Below is a list of the key criteria named by
experts in evaluating school models:

Pedagogical criteria

The possibility of curriculum personaliza-
tion: not possible, profiling is available (profil-
ing classes can be attended, to choose further
direction of study), a fully flexible curriculum

is developed that takes into account the inter-
ests and needs of the student (individual disci-
plines can be chosen, not overall directions)
Discipline content dependent on the choice
of educational outcome: focus on academic
knowledge vs soft skills

Style of communication with students:
teacher as a coach vs lecturer
Communication style with parents: dash-
boards vs simple grades

Opportunity to enter a university (in Russia
and abroad)? after education: yes or no

Inclusivity

Accessibility for inclusive children: acces-
sible or not

Affordability: affordability for the target
audience

Selection process: yes or no

Economic criteria

The child's occupation in school: first half of
the day, optional classes, all-day studies

The need for additional services to enable

LIST OF EDUCATIONAL MODELS

During the expert surveys, interviewees named

a set of school models. Based on this set, refer-

ence models were selected, taking into account

the frequency of expert mentions, the breadth of
their practical application, and the clarity of the
framework:

1. The standard Russian public secondary
general school (SGS) — as a reference point
and for comparison purposes.

2. A public school with profiling classes is cur-
rently the most common modification of the
mass school model in Russia.

3. The British model.

4. The International Baccalaureate is a modi-
fied international version of the British model.

5. Alternative Schools.

6. The Asian model — mentioned by the
experts quite commonly, the criteria mainly
applying to the Singapore experience.

7. The Finnish model.

MODEL VISUALIZATION

After reviewing the literature, conducting expert
interviews, and analyzing the cases of differ-
ent schools, each school education model iden-
tified was assigned a score from 1 to 3 for each
of the 7 criteria named above. Below are spider
diagrams visualizing the full list of models and
assigned scores by each criteria.

Visualizations demonstrate several important
results.

First, we can notice that the focus on “soft
skills” and focus on University admission never
occur together in the same models; that is, they
are supposedly determining the priority educa-
tional outcomes.

Second, in a broad sense, inclusivity remains
a weakness in all models, even those that imply
personalization.

Finally, we can see similarities in the follow-
ing model pairs: the Russian and Asian mod-
els, which focus heavily on academic success;
the Finnish model and the model of alterna-
tive schools focusing on “soft skills”; the British
model and the International Baccalaureate
as an attempt to frame soft-skills education
academically.

We use spider charts to emphasize the multi-
dimensional space of educational models. Each
criteria lies in its own conceptual plane. Never-
theless, to put these models in the operational
perspective, we tried to reduce the number of
dimensions.

Building a single scheme to classify education-
al models is difficult because they differ in many
ways. A striking example cited by an expert from
the Institute of Education of the National Research
University Higher School of Economics here would
be the very different educational systems of
Finland and Shanghai: while they both rank near

the top in terms of educational outcomes, this is
achieved through different tools — the humanistic
approach in Finland and the “drilling” of the mass
education system in China. It is necessary to build
such a chart that could show the meaningful dif-
ferences between educational models.

In this case, two possible dimensions could
be “Centralization vs Decentralization” and “Per-
sonalization vs Massiveness”. These vectors will
be used to classify models based on the criteria
formulated.

These are “Soft Skills” and “Entering a Universi-
ty”, which cannot act as components of the afore-
mentioned vectors but describe separate, com-
plementary attributes.

“Personalization” and “Decentralization” axes. The
number of points for each vector is obtained by

criteria included in the respective vector (axis).
That is, for example, for the “Alternative Schools”
model, the total score on the “Personalization”
axis is obtained by adding this model's scores in
the following three criteria: curriculum personal-
ization, educational inclusivity and tracking learn-
ing achievements. 3 points + 2 points + 3 points =
8 points, and so on.

The chart shows how the models relate to
each other in terms of a certain set of criteria.
Thus, we can see that the Russian state SGS mod-
el differs from the Asian model primarily in the
degree of personalization, with the same central-
ization level. The chart also shows that the afore-
mentioned model pair of alternative and Finn-
ish schools also differs in only one plane: that
is, the degree of decentralization. Remarkably,

the International Baccalaureate, being a modifi-
cation of the British model of education, makes
a step towards alternative schools and the
Finnish model in terms of decentralization and
personalization.

PROSPECTIVE CHARACTERISTICS OF
THE SCHOOL OF THE FUTURE MODEL

Based on the highlighted criteria in the analysis
of school education models, the content and the
qualities of the existing educational models, we
put forward several hypotheses as to what the
educational model of the School of the Future
should include.

Project-oriented and problem-oriented
technologies of education were the starting
points of this study and are the key pedagogical
technologies of today. They were the keynote
of all the interviews and are the most general
idea: to go away from classroom-lesson system
toward the study of some topic in which the
students get an interdisciplinary view of a specific
problem researched. Project-based learning
involves setting a goal for which students must

independently learn new things. Of the motives
left out so far, two main directions can be
distinguished: 1) inclusivity in the broad sense; 2)
personalization of the educational trajectory.

The School of the Future is an inclusive
school open to children with a wide range of
academic skills. On the one side of the scale, it
includes children with special educational needs
who are supported by specialists from the
resource center — neuropsychologists, speech
therapists, and psychologists. On the other side
of the spectrum are children who manage to
learn faster than others. To create a support-
ive environment for children of different learning
speeds, mobile study groups can be created
for students with different levels of achieve-
ment in different subjects so that everyone can
receive the appropriate level of instructional
material.

Personalization of the educational trajectory
can be achieved not just through profiling classes,
but through the development of a fully flexible,
personalized curriculum, which the tutors help
to develop. Qualitative, not quantitative, feed-
back systems help understand one’s educational
path and make the learning more conscious. It
is important to reduce the distance between the
student and the teacher, expanding the teacher's
role as a mentor.

Following the peculiarities of the method
for creating private schools, as described by the
experts, we can conclude that the key feature of
the educational model of the future is not to offer
specific curriculum elements of academic disci-
plines, but to offer criteria for developing mod-
els for each specific school.

The methodological support for the teaching
team can be provided by the "Academic Board",
a project group of people with experience in
launching effective educational projects. To fol-
low and localize the model, to train teaching
teams and tutors, a methodological center can
be set up. As an autonomous unit and a project
team, this center is presented as an environment
within which teaching teams will be created in
schools. The teaching team at the school cannot
be a thing in itself; training and education for
teachers, including from students, are provided
for this purpose. This design is focused primarily
on the format of mass implementation of inno-
vative school programs, in circumstances where
there is no opportunity to attract a “celebrity
principal” or assemble an equally “stellar” team of
teachers, as is common with the opening of new
private schools today.

A special feature of the school of the future
is that, in addition to the teaching load, its goal is
to form a student’s portfolio of social activi-
ties, in which he or she will be assisted by men-
tor teachers within the school and by socially
responsible projects in the school's commu-
nity. Community engagement is expected to play
an important role: the community centers and

the school's teaching committee will create addi-
tional education opportunities for the students,
organize internships, and engage new mentors
and tutors.

DISCUSSION ABOUT THE SCHOOL
OF THE FUTURE

The question of what the school of the future will
be like remains open. This can be demonstrated
at least by a few experts saying that it is unpro-
ductive to single out any particular set of skills and
competencies for the student of the future. Speak-
ing of the model school of the future, it is neces-
sary to understand that it is impossible to imag-
ine the future in which the students of this school
will live, to begin with. Therefore, the school of the
future cannot exist in isolation from the needs of
the students and their parents, business and the
teaching community, and the social context, and
one of the most important qualities for the school
of the future is flexibility and openness to change
and innovation. The school is becoming more than
just a place to teach children academic skills, but a
community center that engages not only students,
but also their parents and residents within the
neighborhood and from other parts of the city.
Future skills are by definition versatile and flex-
ible skills that can come handy in a variety of con-
texts. The School of the Future teaches us not to
put life on hold, but to live a community life with-
in the school walls. Its values are responsibility for
your own personal track and for your community.

Describing the cases and features of the educa-
tional process requires using reference catego-
ries from the terminology of comparative educa-
tional studies.

Project-based learning focuses on learn-
ing to handle practical problems. The student is
engaged in the material through product devel-
opment activities and through team interaction
(Kazun, Pastukhova, 2018).

Problem-based learning represents a shift
away from school subjects toward a more topi-
cal grouping of material. Students are presented
with a problem and theoretical material required
for solving it. The model implies high autonomy
in the study of theoretical material, the motiva-
tion to learn, which is reinforced through the rele-
vance of the problem (Ermakova, 2014).

Inquiry-based learning focuses on a cen-
tral question that the student is asked to answer
independently, under the teacher’s supervi-
sion. In this model, the emphasis is made not on

POSITIVE CHANGES IN EDUCATION

There are many examples when an investor
chooses to contribute to positive changes in edu-
cation by establishing a secondary school. Such
examples in Russia are Letovo, the New School,
and Khoroshkola schools that have opened in
the last decade. Many projects can also be seen
in Armenia — for example, Ayb School or UWC
Dilijan International Boarding School are known
far beyond the country's borders. It seems that
in Armenia, school education has been cho-
sen as one of the main strategies for impact
investments.

Some of the examples of private investments
in school education are more of a social business,
while others are more of a social impact, contrib-
uting to the development of the school system.
The business model underlying the school's mod-
el also depends on this — in some places it is on
the border of break-even, and in other schools it
makes a high-margin business.

The financial model of the school can be
socio-entrepreneurial at the choice of the inves-
tor (which does not involve making a profit, but
has at its core a mechanism for financial sus-
tainability). That is, when the cost of education
and income from other types of services cover
the existing costs, and profits are invested in the
expansion of the project. Another option is the
subsidized model (involving regular investment)
or the classic business model (maximization of
profit generated by the investor).

And while choosing a financial model is not
that difficult since this is a common task for any
business, everything is much more complicated
with educational model.

STRATEGIES FOR CHOOSING

EDUCATIONAL MODELS

Who can invest in general secondary education?
For example, a developer of residential projects
with an obligation to build social infrastructure

facilities. Or any other investor who considers it
important to achieve social change (impact) in
this very area, interested in maximizing the social
effect of the investment and focused on choosing
a model that will achieve this goal.

Let us consider the options for choosing strat-
egies for investment for the second type of inves-
tors, i.e. those who aim to make a meaningful
contribution to changing the school system — in
the neighborhood, in a particular community, in
the country or in the world.

1. EDUCATIONAL FRANCHISE

The first thing that comes to mind when choos-
ing an educational model is to focus on some-
thing that is already working successfully and
stably and provides a guaranteed or at least
“time-tested” option. As our study showed, there

if you take local projects created in Russia and fol-
lowing the Federal State Education Standards (or

The most “popular” franchise option is the
International Baccalaureate (IB) program. Many
private schools and impact-investment projects
follow the path of buying a foreign franchise. The
great advantage of this option is that graduates
can enter many universities around the world
without additional exams, using only the results
of the IB program certification. In fact, the cre-
ation of this global continuity of school and uni-
versity education, regardless of the country where
general secondary education is received, is the
basic idea of the International Baccalaureate. A
nice addition is also the availability of developed
program components not only for elementary,
middle, and high school, but also for kindergarten.

The main disadvantages of this model are, first,
the lack of continuity between the International
Baccalaureate and the basic program of Russian
schools. A child who has studied, say, in a sec-
ondary school under the IB program, will find it
very difficult to return to the space of a school

the programs even at the subject level. In addi-
tion, only two Russian universities accept 1B
results. This together means that this educational
model involves a “one-way trip” (without the pos-
sibility of returning to a school that relies on the
FSES) and, apparently, only in the direction of get-
ting a higher education abroad.

An analysis of this model in the domain of
characteristics of the School of the Future high-
lighted in our study? also points to some limita-
tions. First, the lack of opportunity to individualize
the curriculum. In the study we came across the

organization working under the International
Baccalaureate program specifies the development
of an individual route for the student, the imple-
mentation of this clause may be reduced in prac-
tice, for example, to the division of groups accord-
ing to knowledge of the English language and only
be limited to this. It is impossible not to mention
the criterion of selectivity of such schools — edu-
cation under the International Baccalaureate
program in the vast majority of cases has a high
cost, because it involves a significant part of the
cost of paying for the “franchise” itself, which also
depends on the dollar and European currency
exchange rates, which the school must pay on top
of other, traditional costs of wages, rent, etc. Some
schools, like Letovo, offer scholarships that can
cover up to 100 percent of tuition, but at Letovo,
selection is based on other criteria (such as excep-
tional academic knowledge).

Generally speaking, based on current mar-
ket offers, when using the option of buying an

educational franchise, we are talking about a cer-
tain “average” and easy-to-replicate version of the
educational model. As one of the participants in
our study, the creator of a network of schools in
Moscow, said, “We want to build VkusVill in school
education.” At the same time, as other experts
note, it is difficult to talk about the innovation of
the proposed educational approach and its flexibi-
lity to changing conditions, the needs of students,
the needs of the area, etc. In other words, if our
goal is to make non-fundamental but large-scale
changes (simultaneous and easy launch in mul-
tiple areas), then a franchise might be a good
option. But if the decision is made to build the
School of the Future, even if only in a few areas,
we should definitely consider other options.

2. SELECTING A PARTICULAR

TEAM/METHOD

Another option could be the selection of a partic-
ular team or educational (often “proprietary”) pro-
gram. In the case of proprietary programs, it is
worth immediately noting the importance of the
possibility of disengaging an educational method/
approach from its creator, in case the investor's
goals go beyond opening one school. Just like the
unique school Apelsin that cannot, apparently, “rep-
licate” and go outside St. Petersburg without its cre-
ator Dima Zitzer. Just like, basically, the fact that no
new schools based on the legendary Summerhill
School model have emerged in England.

Another difficulty in choosing a “proprietary
approach” or working with a particular team that
has a ready-made educational program may be
the lack of evidence/guarantee of the claimed
results, on the one hand, and their subjective
reevaluation by the author, on the other. In our
study, we encountered several cases in which
the authors of their own educational meth-
ods, extremely passionate about their approach,
found it difficult to describe the results of using
these methods and, even more so, to rely on an
evidence-based approach. Here we may be talk-
ing about venture capital investments, although
in the case of education, it seems that the
evidence-based approach is still preferable. The
option that the experiment “failed” means several

Thus, in addition to meeting the characteris-
tics of the School of the Future identified in our
study (lack of selectivity, the possibility of individ-
ualization of the curriculum, etc.), when choos-
ing the option of the “proprietary” education-
al model, it is worth using an evidence-based
approach and guarantee of objectivity in the
evaluation of the proposed approach and its
results.

3. CREATING A PROJECT TEAM

TO OPEN A SCHOOL

The third option, which seemed to us the most
preferable, is the creation (or selection) of an
educational model by a project team specifical-
ly created for the opening of the school. There
are many examples of this model, and there are

entire institutions that offer services for investors
to open “turnkey” schools.

We think it is important to note a number of
points.

Firstly, the work of any such project team must
involve a research unit — a study of the territory,
current approaches, situation, challenges, etc.

Secondly, the work of such a project team may
not be limited to the framework of the “contract
to create a school”, but can continue in the future
as a tool to support the School's team. It could be
a kind of a “academic council” that brings togeth-
er specialists interested in the development of
the school system, with expertise in this area. The
existence of such a council could provide, on the
one hand, an update of the approaches and prac-
tices used, taking into account the latest devel-
opments and technologies, and on the other
hand, act as an aggregator and integrator of the
experience of all the projects that are launched.

If the investor is determined, and the inves-
tor's vision of the project is at the level of a
meaningful contribution to positive change in
the educational system, it is likely to be not just
one school, but a network of schools — new-
ly opened or upgraded. In addition, the council's
activities can also include outside projects that,
for example, need to share experiences and
receive feedback, evaluate the social impact of
their project, etc.

THE SCHOOL OF THE FUTURE:
GROWTH POINTS FOR EXISTING
APPROACHES

Based on our research, we identified the key
important characteristics that the School of the
Future must have, including the ability to create
an individual educational path for a child, inclusiv-
ity in the broadest sense (for both gifted children
and children with disabilities), lack of selectivity,
including by the criterion of affordability, etc.® Let
us consider some ways in which these character-
istics might be taken into account when building
the School of the Future.

First of all, it is worth noting two important
related characteristics — inclusivity and individu-
alization of the curriculum and the educational
environment as a whole. It seems that the School
of the Future, if we see it as a tool for creating
impact, positive social change, is a School “close to
home*, accessible to any family, both geographi-
cally and financially. In fact, this situation of rela-
tive homogeneity and accessibility of school edu-
cation can be observed in many countries around
the world, including “model” schools, for exam-
ple in Scandinavia. And this is one of the impor-
tant differences between the existing strategies of
impact investment in Russia, which is quite under-
standable: if it is possible to open one school, let it
be the one with the highest level of selection and
it will be attended by the “smartest” students not
only of the city, but also of the country. In this case
they will inevitably show high results in Academic
Olympics, get high USE/IB scores and enter the
best universities in Russia and abroad, which gives
clear and easily measurable social effects. Anoth-
er strategy is to select more on the basis of finan-
cial considerations. By the way, it is obvious that
not every family, even in Moscow, can afford the
Brooks International School, which costs more
than 2 million rubles a year. But it is very likely
that such a school will give better opportunities
for admission to foreign universities, knowledge of
English close to the level of a native speaker, etc.

At the same time, 80% of the remaining chil-
dren will continue to go to school with classes of
40 or drive across town to a really good school
where they managed to get in. Remembering
the Pareto principle, we can certainly hypoth-
esize that 20% is enough to change the qual-
ity of life for the remaining 80, but we cannot
always expect them to return when they gradu-
ate overseas.

How could it be otherwise? It seems that here,
first of all, it will be necessary to consolidate the
efforts of all parties interested in the develop-
ment of general secondary education in the coun-
try. Here it is necessary to create a “new trend” of
impact, positive change, spelled out honestly and in
detail in the theory of change” for each project. As
well as the investor's genuine interest in changing

the situation, the desire to achieve meaningful
positive change, and an honest, unbiased analysis
and choice of ways that will contribute to this.
Accessibility is inextricably linked to inclusiv-
ity, which is understood as the ability to take into
account the individual characteristics of children.
It does not matter if it is a high ability to master
any subjects (including giftedness) or, on the con-
trary, difficulties in learning (for example, dyslexia,
hearing impairments, visual impairments, autism
spectrum disorders, etc.). We can say that inclu-
sivity is an important characteristic of the person
of the future. It is the understanding that anoth-
er person may be different from you, but just as
important and valuable as you are, even if they
cannot do something that you can. A tolerant atti-
tude toward “otherness” is formed when everyone

in the class is comfortable, everyone works in the
mode that suits them, and there are no those for
whom the whole class has to “painfully wait”. This
is the basis for creating an environment where
there are no conditions for bullying to occur.

Is it possible to create such an environment?
The experience not only of foreign schools, but
also of a number of Russian schools, shows that
it is. Its creation requires both a physical envi-
ronment that takes into account the interests
of children with different needs (including emo-
tional release rooms, etc.), and the formation of
a teaching staff — an institute for tutoring, spe-
cial educators, speech therapists, etc. In the exist-
ing formats of inclusive schools in Russia, this is
more often implemented by having a resource
center that brings together teachers and other

professionals who are able to adapt and develop
educational programs for children with different
needs. In this case, the part of the program that
can be mastered by all together is actually mas-
tered together, sometimes even without division
into age groups. For subjects that require indi-
vidualization, small mobile groups are created, or
lesson content is adapted so that everyone could
moves at their own pace. Children who find group
activities difficult or uncomfortable come to indi-
vidual classes while participating in extracurricular
activities, community interaction programs, etc.

One of the most interesting examples of inclusiv-
ity that we found in our research was the ILI school
in St. Petersburg, which has no special admission
tests and is willing to work with any children who
come to this school. To that end, a large tutoring
service was established that has the capabilities and
tools to work with children with a wide range of edu-
cational needs. Interestingly, colleagues from the ILI
school actively share their experience as a method-
ological center for the development of tutoring insti-
tutions not only in St. Petersburg, but also in other
regions of the country.

All of these characteristics can be included
in any school program that can be determined

and regularly updated/adjusted by the “academic
council” described above. It turns out that we are
talking about introducing the fundamental prin-
ciples and landing them in a specific territory and
in a specific community, on the basis of a specif-
ic educational program developed with the par-
ticipation of the academic council and the team
of the school itself. Thus, it is not the specific ele-
ments of curricula that are proposed for imple-
mentation, but the criteria for developing such
models for each particular school. It is important
that the school team has the freedom to plan its
activities. As many experts noted in our study, this
is the component that is missing from the cur-
ricula of “average” secondary schools in Russia.
We are talking about both the possibility of inde-
pendent planning of learning activities, and the
ability to independently determine the content of
the necessary methodological tools, the procure-
ment of exactly what is required, etc.

SCHOOL AS A COMMUNITY
DEVELOPMENT CENTER

We see great potential in developing the idea of
the School as a center for community develop-
ment. We assume a broader understanding of
community than is commonly used for schools,
usually involving the creation of a community of
parents and alumni. In our case, we are talking
about the School as the center for the develop-
ment of the entire area in which it is located. And
this is @ mutual exchange: by developing the area,
the school, in turn, develops itself.

How can this interaction be organized? In our
opinion, it can be about creating a fundamen-
tally new educational environment, which will
include all the opportunities offered by the local
community. It can include local authorities, busi-
nesses, non-profit organizations, and generally
all residents of the area. School thus becomes
a school based on real life. In other words, why
should we model life in the classroom when it is
all around us?

Here it is worth recalling the ideas of Anton
Makarenko and other educators who spoke of
the importance of introducing real life to children
and the value of such experiences for them. This
should also include consonance with the peculiar-
ities of the course of age-related crises, which fall
on the school years, when the characteristics and
attributes of adulthood are important, profession-
al self-determination occurs, etc. It is worth noting
that this idea of a “school for life” is at the heart of
many modern approaches, from the Finnish edu-
cational model to phenomenon-based learning.

How can such an idea be put into practice?

In our view, it may be a matter of research first,
aimed at “inventorying the resources” of the local
community. What organizations exist in the area
that are willing to cooperate? What resources
from such organizations could be used in the

educational process? By resources we mean both
immediate resources (available premises, equip-
ment, etc.) and areas of expertise, as well as areas
of tasks that could be accomplished by students.
In the process of creating such a map of the area,
especially when it comes to just starting a proj-
ect, the issue of staffing for the school can also be
addressed. As noted by the experts in our study,
attracting people who are eager, ready and excit-
ed, who are in love with their field of expertise,
not always even with a pedagogical education, is
one of the trends in the market, at least in private
school education.

By understanding the available resources, we
can begin to plan their integration into the edu-
cational process, both in the program of mas-
tering specific academic subjects and project

munity problems, lectures by invited experts from
among local residents, summer internships, pro-
vide opportunities for part-time work for students,
opportunities to learn skills under supervision,
develop business plans for businesses, partici-
pate in volunteering and many other activities.

On the other hand, there is a mutual
exchange — the School also provides available
resources to be used by local residents under dif-
ferent conditions beneficial to all parties, to the
extent that does not harm the educational pro-
cess, but allows the use of resources as efficiently
as possible.

Speaking of the possibilities that such an edu-
cational environment “extended” to the local com-
munity can provide, we can list a large number
of positive effects, which, for example, charac-
terize the Scandinavian educational model. This
includes developing soft skills, systems thinking,
understanding the context of phenomena, devel-
oping an entrepreneurial mindset, and many oth-
ers. One cannot ignore the vast possibilities of
forming a so-called “social portfolio”, which has
long been part of many educational programs
atvarious levels (from IB to the Stelify program

at the University of Manchester®). It is also worth
mentioning the great potential of active develop-
ment of the area with such community consolida-
tion as an additional impact effect.

Of course, the implementation of this
approach will require the solution of many issues,
from the adaptation of the environment to the
requirements of legal rules applicable to children
to safety issues, seemingly difficult to overcome.
However, the experience of other countries that
have succeeded in creating a School open to
community interaction gives hope for the viability
of such a concept in Russia as well.

OF THE FUTURE TOGETHER

As we noted earlier,, it seems that one of the funda-
mental principles of an effective impact investment
strategy in schooling is collaboration and open-
ness to engagement. This manifests itself at the lev-
el of tactical decisions — the activities of the “aca-
demic coundil” (the coordinating, project center for
the opening of the Schools of the Future). It brings
together leading experts who translate best prac-
tices in school education and are able to adapt it
to the changing reality, not only keeping up with
the times, but also being ahead of them. Or in the
implementation of the principle of the School's
openness to the local community, combining the
resources of all members of this community.

But the principle of cooperation and open-
ness is also important for creating positive
change at the level of social impact, that is, at
the level of communities, areas, society, and the
country as a whole. And this requires consoli-
dation of the efforts and strategies of all parties
interested in such changes. It is quite possible
to build one School, but when there are many
such Schools, when it is not necessary to move to
another country or even another district to study
in them, when the quality education of the future
is available to every child, we can really talk about
systemic change and meaningful impact.

In conclusion, we must say that the Positive
Change Factory is ready to take on the role of a
unifying methodological center for creating sys-
temic changes®. Our standard of activity involves
planning and evaluating projects in the field of
impact investments based on the evidence-based
approach, openness of the data obtained and,
most importantly, interest in systemic and signifi-
cant changes of the living standards of the society.
